The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "mari huana
regul ati on and taxation act".

Section 1. Short title. This chapter shall be known and may be cited
and referred to as the "cannabis | aw

8§ 2. Legislative findings and intent. The legislature finds that
existing marihuana |aws have not been beneficial to the welfare of the
general public. Existing | aws have been ineffective in reducing or curb-
i ng mari huana use and have instead resulted in devastating collatera
consequences including mass incarceration and other conpl ex generationa
trauma, that inhibit an otherwise lawabiding citizen' s ability to
access housi ng, enploynent opportunities, and other vital services.
Existing laws have also created an illicit market which represents a
threat to public health and reduces the ability of the legislature to
deter the accessing of marihuana by m nors. EXxisting marihuana | aws have
di sproportionately inpacted African-American and Latinx comrunities.

The intent of +this act is to regulate, control, and tax mari huana,
heret of ore known as cannabis, generate significant new revenue, nmake
substantial investnments in communities and people nost inpacted by nmari-
huana crimnalization to address the collateral consequences of such
crimnalization, prevent access to cannabis by those under the age of
twenty-one vyears, reduce the illegal drug market and reduce viol ent
crinme, reduce participation of otherwise lawabiding citizens in the
illicit market, end the racially disparate inpact of existing cannabis
| aws, create new industries and increase enploynent and strengthen New
York's agriculture sector.

Nothing in this act is intended to limt the authority of any district
governnent agency or office or enployers to enact and enforce policies
pertaining to cannabis in the workplace, to allow driving under the
i nfluence of cannabis, to allowindividuals to engage in conduct that
endangers others, to allow snoking cannabis in any |ocation where snok-
ing tobacco is prohibited, or to require any individual to engage in any
conduct that violates federal |law or to exenpt anyone from any require-
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ment of federal |aw or pose any obstacle to the federal enforcenent of
federal |aw.

The legislature further finds and declares that it is in the best
interest of the state to regul ate nedical cannabis, adult-use cannabis,
cannabi noid henp and henp extracts under independent entities, known as
t he cannabis control board and the office of cannabis nanagenent.

8 3. Definitions. Wienever used in this chapter, unless otherw se
expressly stated or wunless the context or subject matter requires a

different neaning, the following terns shall have the representative
meani ngs hereinafter set forth or indicated:
1. "Applicant" neans a resident of New York state who is a citizen of

the United States or a person lawfully adnmitted for permanent residency
in the United States aged twenty-one years or ol der applying for any
cannabis or henp licenses or special use pernmits issued by the New York
state cannabis control board pursuant to this chapter; provided, however
applicants for henp |licenses may be aged ei ghteen years or ol der.

2. "Cannabi noi d* neans the phytocannabi noids found in henp and does
not include synthetic cannabinoids as that termis defined in subdivi-
sion (g) of schedule | of section thirty-three hundred six of the public
health | aw

3. "Cannabinoid henp" neans any henp and any product processed or
derived fromhenp, that is used for human consunption provi ded that when
such product is packaged or offered for retail sale to a consuner, it
shall not have a concentration of nore than three tenths of a percent

delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol

4. "Cannabi noi d henp processor |icense" neans a |license granted by the
departnent to process, extract, pack or manufacture cannabi noid henp or
henp extract into products, whether in internmediate or final form used
for human consunption

5. "Cannabi s" neans all parts of the plant of the genus Cannabis,
whet her growing or not; the seeds thereof; the resin extracted from any
part of the plant; and every conpound, nmanufacture, salt, derivative,

m xture, or preparation of the plant, its seeds or resin. It does not
i nclude the mature stal ks of the plant, fiber produced fromthe stalKks,
oil or cake nade fromthe seeds of the plant, any other conpound, nanu-
facture, salt, derivative, mxture, or preparation of the mature stalks
(except the resin extracted therefrom, fiber, oil, or cake, or the
sterilized seed of the plant which is incapable of germnation. It does

not include henp, cannabinoid henp or henp extract as defined by this
secti on.

6. "Cannabi s consuner” means a person twenty-one years of age or ol der
acting in accordance with any provision of this chapter.

7. "Cannabis control board" neans the New York state cannabis contro
board created pursuant to article two of this chapter

8. "Cannabis flower" neans the flower of a plant of the genus Cannabis
t hat has been harvested, dried, and cured, prior to any processing
whereby the plant naterial is transfornmed into a concentrate, including,
but not limted to, concentrated cannabis, or an edible or topical prod-
uct containing cannabis or concentrated cannabis and other ingredients.
Cannabi s flower excludes | eaves and stem

9. "Cannabis product" or "adult-use cannabis product” means cannabis,
concentrated cannabis, and cannabi s-infused products for use by a canna-
bi s consuner

10. "Cannabi s-infused products" neans products that have been manufac-
tured and contain either cannabis or concentrated cannabis and ot her
ingredients that are intended for use or consunption.
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11. "Cannabis trim nmeans all parts of the plant of the genus Cannabis
ot her than cannabis flower that have been harvested, dried, and cured,
but prior to any further processing.

12. "Caring for" neans treating a patient, in the course of which the
practitioner has conpleted a full assessnent of the patient's nedica
hi story and current nedical condition.

13. "Certification" nmeans a certification nmade under this chapter.

14. "Certified nedical use" includes the acquisition, admnistration
cul tivation, manufacture, delivery, harvest, possession, preparation,
transfer, transportation, or use of cannabis or paraphernalia relating
to the administration of cannabis to treat or alleviate a certified
patient's nedical condition or synptons associated with the patient's
nedi cal condition.

15. "Certified patient" neans a patient who is a resident of New York
state or receiving care and treatnent in New York state as determ ned by
the board in regulation, and is certified under this chapter.

16. "Chief wequity officer®” nmeans the chief equity officer of the
of fice of cannabi s managenent.

17. "Conmmercial cannabis activity" means the production, cultivation
manuf acturing, processing, possession, storing, laboratory testing,
packagi ng, | abeling, transportation, delivery, or sale of cannabis and
cannabi s products as provided for in this chapter.

18. "Concentrated cannabis" neans: (a) the separated resin, whether
crude or purified, obtained froma plant of the genus Cannabis; or (b) a
material, preparation, mxture, conpound or other substance which
contains nmore than three percent by weight of delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi -
nol, or its isoner, delta-8 dibenzopyran nunbering system or delta-1
tetrahydrocannabinol or its isoner, delta 1 (6) nonoterpene nunbering
system

19. "Condition" nmeans having one of the followi ng conditions: cancer
positive status for human inmunodeficiency virus or acquired inmune
defici ency syndrone, anyotrophic |ateral sclerosis, Parkinson' s disease,
mul tiple sclerosis, damage to the nervous tissue of the spinal cord with
obj ective neurological indication of intractable spasticity, epilepsy,
i nfl ammat ory bowel di sease, neuropathies, Huntington's disease, post-
traumatic stress disorder, pain that degrades health and functional
capability where the use of nedical cannabis is an alternative to opioid
use, substance use disorder, Alzheinmer's, mnuscul ar dystrophy, dystonia,
rheumatoid arthritis, autism or any other condition certified by the
practitioner.

20. "CQultivation" neans grow ng, cloning, harvesting, drying, curing,
grading, and trinmm ng of cannabis plants for sale to certain other cate-
gories of cannabis license- and permt-hol ders.

21. "Delivery" nmeans the direct delivery of cannabis products by a
retail |icensee, mcrobusiness |licensee, or delivery |license holder to a
cannabi s consurmer.

22. "Designated caregiver facility" neans a general hospital or resi-
dential health care facility operating pursuant to article twenty-eight
of the public health law, an adult care facility operating pursuant to
title two of article seven of +the social services |law, a comunity
mental health residence established pursuant to section 41.44 of the
mental hygiene law, a hospital operating pursuant to section 7.17 of the
mental hygiene law, a nental hygiene facility operating pursuant to
article thirty-one of the mental hygiene law, an inpatient or residen-
tial treatnent programcertified pursuant to article thirty-two of the
mental hygiene law, a residential facility for the care and treatnent of
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persons with devel opnental disabilities operating pursuant to article
sixteen of the mental hygiene law, a residential treatnent facility for
children and youth operating pursuant to article thirty-one of the
mental hygiene law, a private or public school; research institution
with an internal review board; or any other facility as determned by
the board in regulation; that registers with the office to assist one or
more certified patients wth the acquisition, possession, delivery,
transportation or administration of medi cal cannabis.

23. "Designated caregiver" neans an individual designated by a certi-
fied patient in aregistry application. A certified patient may desig-
nate up to five designated caregivers not counting designated caregiver
facilities or designated caregiver facilities' enployees.

24. "Designated caregiver facility enployee" neans an enpl oyee of a
desi gnated caregiver facility.

25. "Distributor” neans any person who sells at whol esal e any cannabi s
product, except nedical cannabis, for the sale of which a license is
requi red under the provisions of this chapter.

26. "Executive director"” neans the executive director of the office of
cannabi s managenent.

27. "Form of nedical cannabis" nmeans characteristics of the medica
cannabi s recomrended or linmted for a particular certified patient,
including the nmethod of consunption and any particular strain, variety,
and quantity or percentage of cannabis or particular active ingredient.

28. "Hemp" neans the plant Cannabis sativa L. and any part of such
pl ant, including the seeds thereof and all derivatives, extracts, canna-
bi noi ds, isomers, acids, salts, and salts of isoners, whether grow ng or
not, with a delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol concentration (THC) of not nore
than three-tenths of a percent on a dry weight basis. It shall not
i ncl ude "nedi cal cannabis" as defined in this section.

29. "Henp extract" nmeans all derivatives, extracts, cannabinoids,
i soners, acids, salts, and salts of isomers derived from henp, used or
i ntended for human consunption, for its cannabinoid content, wth a
delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol concentration of not nmore than an ampunt
determ ned by the departnent in regulation. For the purpose of this
article, henp extract excludes (a) any food, food ingredient or food
additive that is generally recognized as safe pursuant to federal |aw
or (b) any henp extract that is not used for human consunption. Such
excl uded substances shall not be regul ated pursuant to the provisions of
this article but are subject to other provisions of applicable state
I aw, rules and regul ations.

30. "Labor peace agreenent” means an agreement between an entity and a
| abor organization that, at a mninmm protects the state's proprietary
interests by prohibiting | abor organi zati ons and nenbers from engagi ng
i n picketing, work stoppages, boycotts, and any other economic interfer-
ence with the entity.

31. "Laboratory testing facility" nmeans any independent |aboratory
capabl e of testing cannabis and cannabis products for adult-use and
medi cal - use; cannabi noi d henp and henp extract; or for all categories of
cannabi s and cannabis products as per regulations set forth by the state
cannabi s control board.

32. "License" nmneans a witten authorization as provided under this
chapter permtting persons to engage in a specified activity authorized
pursuant to this chapter

33. "Licensee" neans an individual or an entity who has been granted a
i cense under this chapter.
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34. "Medical cannabis"™ neans cannabis as defined in this section
intended for a certified nedical use, as deternmined by the board in
consultation with the commi ssioner of health.

35. "Mcrobusiness" neans a licensee that nmay act as a cannabis
producer for the cultivation of cannabis, a cannabis processor, a canna-
bis distributor and a cannabis retailer under this article; provided
such licensee conplies with all requirenments inposed by this article on
| i censed producers, processors, distributors and retailers to the extent
the licensee engages in such activities.

36. "Nursery"” nmeans a licensee that produces only <clones, inmmature
pl ants, seeds, and other agricultural products used specifically for the
pl anti ng, propagation, and cultivation of cannabis.

37. "Ofice" or "office of cannabis managenent" neans the New York
state office of cannabis nanagenent.

38. "On-site consunption” neans the consunption of cannabis in an area
licensed as provided for in this chapter.

39. "Owner" neans an individual with an aggregate ownership interest
of twenty percent or nore in a cannabis business |icensed pursuant to

this chapter, unless such interest is solely a security, lien, or encum
brance, or an individual that will be participating in the direction
control, or nanagenent of the |icensed cannabis business.

40. "Package" nmeans any container or receptacle used for holding

cannabi s or cannabi s products.

41. "Permit" means a permt issued pursuant to this chapter.

42. "Pernittee" nmeans any person to whom a permt has been issued
pursuant to this chapter

43. "Practitioner” neans a practitioner who is licensed, registered or
certified by New York state to prescribe controlled substances within
the state. Nothing in this chapter shall be interpreted so as to give
any such person authority to act outside their scope of practice as
defined by title eight of the education law. Additionally, nothing in
this chapter shall be interpreted to allow any unlicensed, unregistered,
or uncertified person to act in a nmanner that would require a |icense,
registration, or certification pursuant to title eight of the education
| aw.

44. “"Processor" neans a |licensee that extracts concentrated cannabis
and/ or conpounds, bl ends, extracts, infuses, or otherwi se manufactures
concentrated cannabis or cannabis products, but not the cultivation of
the cannabis contained in the cannabis product.

45. "Regi stered organi zati on" nmeans an organi zation registered under
article three of this chapter.

46. "Registry application" nmeans an application properly conpleted and
filed with the board by a certified patient under article three of this
chapt er.

47. "Registry identification card" neans a docunment that identifies a
certified patient or designated caregiver, as provided under this chap-
ter.

48. "Retail sale" means to solicit or receive an order for, to keep or
expose for sale, and to keep with intent to sell, nade by any |icensed
person, whether principal, proprietor, agent, or enployee, of any canna-
bis, cannabis product, cannabinoid henp or henp extract product to a
cannabi s consuner for any purpose other than resale.

49. "Retailer" neans any person who sells at retail any cannabis prod-
uct, the sale of which a license is required under the provisions of
this chapter.
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50. "Small Dbusiness" neans small business as defined in section one
hundred thirty-one of the economi c devel opnent |aw, and shall apply for
pur poses of this chapter where any inconsistencies exist.

51. "Snoking" nmeans the burning of a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe or
any other matter or substance which contains cannabis including the use
of an el ectronic snoking device that creates an aerosol or vapor.

52. "Soci al and econonic equity applicant” nmeans an individual or an
entity who is eligible for priority licensing pursuant to the criteria
established in article four of this chapter.

53. "Termnally ill" means an individual has a nedical prognosis that
the individual's |life expectancy is approximately one year or less if
the illness runs its nornmal course.

54. "Warehouse" neans and includes a place in which cannabis products
are securely housed or stored.

55. "Wholesale"” neans to solicit or receive an order for, to keep or
expose for sale, and to keep with intent to sell, nade by any |icensed
person, whether principal, proprietor, agent, or enployee of any adult-
use, medi cal -use cannabi s or cannabis product, or cannabinoid henp and
henp extract product for purposes of resale.

§ 7. Establishnent of the cannabis control board or "board". 1. The
cannabi s control board is hereby created and shall consist of a chair-
person nominated by the governor and with the advice and consent of the
senate, with one vote, and four other voting board menbers as provided
for in subdivision two of this section. In addition, the conm ssioners
of the departnents of environnental conservation, health, agriculture
and markets, taxation and finance, the superintendent of financi al
services, and the director of the office of addiction services and
supports or their designees shall serve as ex-officio nenbers in an
advi sory capacity.

2. Appointments. The governor shall have three appointnments wth the
advice and consent of the senate, the tenporary president of the senate
and the speaker of the assenbly shall each have one appointnent to the
board. Appointments shall be for a termof three years each and shall be
geographically and denographically representative of the state and
communities historically affected by the war on drugs. Board nenbers
shall be citizens and pernmanent residents of this state. The chairperson
and the remaining nenbers of such board shall continue to serve as
chairperson and nmenbers of the board until the expiration of the respec-
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tive ternms for which they were appointed. Upon the expiration of such
respective terms the successors of such chairperson and nmenbers shall be
appointed to serve for a term of three years each and until their
successors have been appointed and qualified. The nmenbers shall when
perform ng the work of the board, be conpensated at a rate of two
hundred sixty dollars per day, and together with an all owance for actua
and necessary expenses incurred in the discharge of their duties. No
menber or menber's spouse or mnor child shall have any interest in an
entity regul ated by the board.

3. Expenses. Each nenber of the board shall be entitled to their
expenses actually and necessarily incurred by themin the perfornance of
their duties.

4. Renoval . Any nenber of the board nay be renoved by the governor for
good cause after notice and an opportunity to be heard. A statenent of
the good cause for their rempoval shall be filed by the governor in the
office of the secretary of state.

5. Vacancies; quorum (A) In the event of a vacancy caused by the
death, resignation, renoval or inability to performhis or her duties of
any board nenber, the vacancy shall be filled in the manner as the
ori gi nal appointnment for the remai nder of the unexpired term

(B)(i) In the event of a vacancy caused by the death, resignation,
renoval, or inability to act of the chair, the vacancy shall be filled
in the same nmanner as the original appointnent for the remainder of the
unexpired term Notw thstanding any other provision of lawto the
contrary, the governor shall designate one of the remaining board
menbers to serve as acting chairperson for a period not to exceed six
months or until a successor chairperson has been confirned by the
senat e. Upon the expiration of the six nmonth term if the governor has
nom nat ed a successor chairperson, but the senate has not acted upon the
nom nation, the acting chairperson can continue to serve as acting
chairperson for an additional ninety days or until the governor's
successor chairperson nomnation is confirnmed by the senate, whichever
cones first;

(ii) The governor shall provide imediate witten notice to the tenpo-
rary president of the senate and the speaker of the assenbly of the
desi gnation of a board nmenber as acting chairperson;

(iii) I'f (a) the governor has not nominated a successor chairperson
upon the expiration of the six nonth termor (b) the senate does not
confirmthe governor's successor nomnation within the additional ninety
days, the board nmenmber designated as acting chairperson shall no | onger
be able to serve as acting chairperson and the governor is prohibited
fromextending the powers of that acting chairperson or from designating
anot her board nmenber to serve as acting chairperson; and

(iv) A board nenber serving as the acting chairperson of the cannabis

control board shall be deened a state officer for purposes of section
seventy-three of the public officers |aw

(CO A mjority of the voting board nenbers of the board shall consti-
tute a quorumfor the purpose of conducting the business thereof and a
majority vote of all the menbers in office shall be necessary for
action. Provided, however, that a board nmenber designated as an acting
chairperson pursuant to this chapter shall have only one vote for

pur poses of conducting the business of the cannabis control board.

6. Oficers; enployees; offices. (A The board shall have power to
appoi nt any necessary deputies, counsels, assistants, investigators, and
ot her enployees within the limts provided by appropriation. I nvesti -
gators so enployed by the board shall be deenmed to be peace officers
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only for the purpose of enforcing the provisions of the cannabis |aw or
judgnents or orders obtained for violation thereof, with all the powers
set forth in section 2.20 of the crimnal procedure |law. The counsel

secretary, chief executive officer, assistant chief executive officers,
chief equity officer, confidential secretaries to board nenbers and

deputies shall be in the exenpt class of the civil service. The other
assistants, investigators and enployees of the office of cannabis
managenent shall all be in the conpetitive class of the civil service

and shall be considered for purposes of article fourteen of the «civil
service law to be public enployees in the civil service of the state,
and shall be assigned to the appropriate collective bargaining unit.
Enpl oyees serving in positions in newy created titles shall be assigned
to the same collective bargaining units as they would have been assigned
to were such titles created prior to the establishnment of the office of
cannabi s managenent by this chapter.

The cannabis control board and office of cannabis nmanagenent shal
have its principal office in the city of A bany, and maintain branch
offices in the cities of New York and Buffal o and such other places as
it may deem necessary.

(B) The board shall establish appropriate procedures to ensure that
hearing officers are shielded fromex parte conmunications with alleged
violators and their attorneys and from ot her enpl oyees of the office of
cannabi s managenent and shall take such other steps as it shall deem
necessary and proper to shield its judicial processes from unwarranted
and i nappropriate conmuni cations and attenpts to influence.

7. Disqualification of menbers of the board and enployees of the
office of cannabis managenent. No menber of the board or any officer
deputy, assistant, inspector or enployee or spouse or mnor child there-
of shall have any interest, direct or indirect, either proprietary or by
means of any |oan, nortgage or lien, or in any other manner, in or on
any prem ses where cannabis is nanufactured or sold; nor shall they have
any interest, direct or indirect, in any business wholly or partially
devoted to the cultivation, manufacture, distribution, sale, transporta-
tion or storage of cannabis, or own any stock in any corporation which
has any interest, proprietary or otherw se, direct or indirect, in any
prem ses where cannabis or henp extract is cultivated or rmanufactured,
distributed, or sold, or in any business wholly or partially devoted to
the cultivation, nmanufacture, distribution, sale, transportation or
storage of cannabis or henp extract or receive any comm ssion or profit
what soever, direct or indirect, fromany person applying for or receiv-
ing any license or permt provided for in this chapter, or hold any
other public office in the state or in any political subdivision except
upon the witten pernission of the board, such nmenber of the board or
of fice of cannabis managenent or officer, deputy, assistant, inspector
or enployee thereof may hold the public office of notary public or
menber of a community board of education in the city school district of
the city of New York. Anyone who violates any of the provisions of this
section shall be renoved.

8 8. Establishment of an office of cannabis managenent. There is here-
by established, within the division of alcoholic beverage control, an
i ndependent office of cannabis managenent, which shall have exclusive
jurisdiction to exercise the powers and duties provided by this chapter.
The office shall exercise its authority by and through an executive
director.

8 9. Executive director. The office shall exercise its authority,
ot her than powers and duties specifically granted to the board, by and
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t hrough an executive director nominated by the governor and confirnmed by
the senate. The executive director shall serve for a termof three
years and once confirnmed, may only be renoved for good cause wi th appro-
priate notice. The executive director of the state office of cannabis
managenent shall receive an annual salary not to exceed an anount appro-
priated therefor by the legislature and his or her expenses actually and
necessarily incurred in the performance of his or her official duties,
unl ess ot herwi se provided by the |egislature.

8 10. Powers and duties of the cannabis control board. The cannabis
control board or "board" shall have the follow ng functions, powers and
duties as provided for in this chapter:

1. Sole discretion to issue or refuse to issue any registration
license or permt provided for in this chapter.

2. Sole discretionto limt, or not tolimt, the nunber of registra-

tions, |licenses and pernmits of each class to be issued within the state
or any political subdivision thereof, in a mnner that prioritizes
social and economic equity applicants with the goal of fifty percent
awarded to such applicants, and considers snmall business opportunities

and concerns, avoids nmarket dom nance in sectors of the industry, and
reflects the denographics of the state.
3. Sole discretion to revoke, cancel or suspend for cause any regis-

tration, license, or pernt issued under this chapter and/or to inmpose a
civil penalty for cause, after notice and an opportunity for a hearing,
agai nst any holder of a registration, license, or permt issued pursuant

to this chapter.

4. To fix by rule and regulation the standards of «cultivation and
processi ng of medi cal cannabis, adult use cannabis and cannabi s product,
and cannabi noid henp and henp extract, including but not limted to, the
ability to regul ate potency and the types of products which may be manu-
factured and/or processed, in order to ensure the health and safety of
the public and the use of proper ingredients and nmethods in the nmanufac-
ture of all nedical, adult-use, cannabinoid henp and henp extract to be
sold or consumed in the state.

5. To Ilimt or prohibit, at any tine of public energency and w t hout
previous notice or advertisenment, the cultivation, processing, distrib-
ution or sale of any or all cannabis products, nedical cannabis or
cannabi noi d hemp and henmp extract, for and during the period of such
enmer gency.

6. To hold hearings, subpoena w tnesses, conpel their attendance
adm ni ster oaths, to exam ne any person under oath and in connection
therewith to require the production of any books or records relative to
the inquiry. A subpoena issued under this section shall be regulated by
the civil practice | aw and rul es.

7. To appoint any necessary directors, deputies, counsels, assistants,
i nvestigators, and other enployees within the limts provided by appro-
priation. Directors, deputies and counsels shall be in the exenpt class
of the civil service. The other assistants, investigators and enployees
of the office shall all be in the conpetitive class of the civil service
and shall be considered for purposes of article fourteen of the civil
service |law to be public enployees of the state, and shall be assigned
to the appropriate bargaining unit. Investigators so enployed by the
of fice shall be deenmed to be peace officers only for +the purposes of
enforcing the provisions of this chapter or judgnents or orders obtained
for violation thereof, with all the powers set forth in section 2.20 of
the crimnal procedure | aw. Enpl oyees transferred to the office shall be
transferred wi thout further exami nation or qualification to the sane or
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simlar titles and shall remain in the sanme collective bargaining units
and shall retain their respective civil service classifications, status
and rights pursuant to their collective bargaining units and collective
bargai ning agreenents. Enployees serving in positions in newmy created
titles shall be assigned to the appropriate collective bargaining unit
as they would have been assigned to were such titles created prior to
the establishment of the office of cannabis nmanagenent. Any action
taken under this subdivision shall be subject to and in accordance with
the civil service |aw.

8. To inspect or provide authorization for the inspection at any tine
of any prem ses where nedical cannabis, adult-use cannabis or cannabi -
noi d henp and henp extract is cultivated, processed, stored, distributed
or sold.

9. To prescribe forns of applications for registrations, |licenses and
permits wunder this chapter and of all reports deened necessary by the
boar d.

10. To appoi nt such advisory groups and conmittees as deenmed necessary
to provide assistance to the board to carry out the purposes and objec-
tives of this chapter.

11. To exercise the powers and performthe duties in relation to the
adm ni stration of the board and the office of cannabis nanagenent as are
necessary but not specifically vested by this chapter, including but not
limted to budgetary and fiscal matters.

12. To develop and establish mnimumcriteria for certifying enpl oyees
to work in the cannabis industry in positions requiring advanced train-
i ng and educati on.

13. To enter into contracts, nenoranda of understandi ng, and agree-
ments as deened appropriate to effectuate the policy and purpose of this
chapter.

14. To advi se the urban devel opnent corporation in naking | ow interest
or zero-interest loans to qualified social and economic equity appli-
cants as provided for in this chapter.

15. If public health, safety, or welfare inperatively requires ener-
gency action, and incorporates a finding to that effect in an order,
summary suspension of a license may be ordered, effective on the date
specified in such order or upon service of a certified copy of such
order on the licensee, whichever shall be later, pending proceedi ngs for
revocation or other action. These proceedings shall be pronptly insti-
tuted and determned. In addition, the board may be directed to order
the admnistrative seizure of product, issue a stop order, or take any
ot her action necessary to effectuate and enforce the policy and purpose
of this chapter.

16. To draft and provide for public comment and issue regul ations,
decl aratory rulings, guidance and industry advisories.

17. To draft and provide an annual report on the effectiveness of this
chapter no later than January first, two thousand twenty-two and annual -
ly thereafter. The annual report shall be prepared, in consultation
with the division of the budget, the urban devel opnment corporation, the
departnent of taxation and finance, the department of health, departnent
of agriculture and markets, office of addiction services and supports,
office of nental health, New York state police and the division of crim
inal justice services. The report shall provide, but not be limted to,
the follow ng information:

(a) the nunmber of registrations, licenses, and permts applied for by
geographic region of the state; the nunber of registrations, |I|icenses,
and permts approved or denied by geographic region of the state;
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(b) the economic and fiscal inpacts associated with this chapter,
i ncluding revenue fromlicensing or other fees, fines and taxation
related to the cultivation, distribution and sale of cannabis for
medi cal and adult-use and cannabinoid henp and henp extract in this
state;

(c) specific programs and progress nade by the cannabis control board
and the office of cannabis managenent in achieving the goals of the
social and economic equity plan, and other social justice goals includ-
ing, but not limted to, restorative justice, mnority- and wonen-owned
busi nesses, disadvantaged farnmers business and service disabled veter-
ans;

(d) collect denpgraphic data on owners and enployees in the nmedica
cannabi s, adult-use cannabis and cannabinoid henp and henp extract
i ndustry;

(e) inpacts to public health and safety, including substance use
di sorder;

(f) inpacts associated with public safety, including, but not [imted
to, traffic-related issues, law enforcenent, under-age prevention in
relation to accessing adult-use cannabis, and efforts to elimnate the
illegal market for cannabis products in New York; and

(g) any other information or data deened significant.

18. The board shall make reconmendations regarding the appropriate
Il evel of taxation of adult-use cannabis, as well as changes necessary
to: inprove registration, licensing and permtting; pronoting and
encouragi ng social and economic equity applicants; inprove and protect
the public health and safety of New Yorkers; inprove access and avail-
ability for substance abuse treatnent prograns; and any other reconmen-
dations deenmed necessary and appropriate. Such report shall be presented
to the governor, the nmajority |eader of the senate and the speaker of
the assenbly, no later than January first, two thousand twenty-two and
annual |y thereafter.

8§ 11. Functions, powers and duties of the executive director; office
of cannabis rmanagenent. The executive director, as authorized by and
t hrough this chapter, shall have the following functions, powers and
duties as provided for in this chapter:

1. To exercise the powers and performthe duties in relation to the
adm ni stration of the office of cannabis managenent as are not specif-
ically vested by this chapter in the cannabis control board.

2. To keep records in such formas he or she may prescri be of al
registrations, licenses and permts issued and revoked within the state;
such records shall be so kept as to provide ready information as to the
identity of all Iicensees including the names of the officers and direc-
tors of corporate licensees and the location of all l|icensed prem ses.
The executive director may contract to furnish copies of the records of
licenses and pernmits of each class and type issued within the state or
any political subdivision thereof, for any license or permt year or
term of years not exceeding five years.

3. To inspect or provide for the inspection of any prem ses where
medi cal cannabi s, adult-use cannabis, henp cannabis are manufactured or
sol d.

4. To prescribe forms of applications for licenses and permits under
this chapter and of all reports deened necessary by the board.

5. As authorized by the board, to inspect or provide for the
i nspection of any licensed or permitted prem ses where nedical, adult-
use or henp is cultivated, processed, stored, distributed or sold.

§ 12. Chief equity officer. The chief equity officer shall be nom -
nated by the governor and confirned by the senate. The chief equity
of ficer shall receive an annual salary not to exceed an anount appropri-
ated therefor by the legislature and their expenses actually and neces-
sarily incurred in the perfornmance of official duties, unless otherw se
provi ded by the | egislature.

1. The chief wequity officer shall assist with the devel opnent and
i mpl ementati on of, and ensure the cannabis control board and the office
of cannabis rmanagenent's continued conpliance wth, the social and
econom ¢ equity plan, required to be devel oped pursuant to article four
of this chapter.

2. The chief equity officer shall establish public education program
m ng dedicated to providing comunities that have been inpacted by
cannabis prohibition wth information detailing the |icensing process
and informing individuals of the support and resources that the office
can provide to individuals and entities interested in participating in
activity licensed under this chapter.

3. The chief equity officer shall provide a report to the |egislature,
no later than January first, two thousand twenty-two, and annually ther-
eafter, of their activities in ensuring conpliance with the social and
econom ¢ equity plan, required to be devel oped pursuant to article four
of this chapter.

8§ 13. Rul enmking authority. 1. The board shall perform such acts,
prescribe such forns and propose such rules, regulations and orders as
it may deem necessary or proper to fully effectuate the provisions of
this chapter.

2. The board shall, in consultation with the executive director, the
chief equity officer and the state cannabis advisory board, have the
authority to promulgate any and all necessary rules and regul ations
governing the cultivation, manufacture, processing, transportation,
distribution, testing, delivery, and sal e of nedical cannabis, adult-use
cannabis, and cannabinoid henp and henp extract, including but not
limted to the registration of organi zations authorized to sell medica
cannabis, the licensing and/or permitting of adult-use cannabis cultiva-
tors, processors, cooperatives, mcrobusiness, distributors, |aborato-
ries, and retailers, and the licensing of cannabinoid henp and henp
extract producers and processors pursuant to this chapter, including,
but not linmted to:

(a) prescribing forms and establishing application, reinstatenment, and
renewal fees;

(b) the qualifications and selection criteria for registration,
licensing, or permtting;
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(c) the books and records to be created and naintained by all regis-

tered organi zations, licensees, and pernmittees, including the reports to
be made thereon to the office, and inspection of any and all books and
records nmmintained by any registered organi zation, |licensee, or permt-
tee and on the prenmise of any registered organization, |icensee, or
permttee;

(d) methods of producing, processing, and packagi ng cannabis, nedica
cannabi s, cannabi s-infused products, concentrated cannabis, and cannabi -
noid henp and henp extract; conditions of sanitation, and standards of
ingredients, quality, and identity of cannabis products cultivated,
processed, packaged, or sold by any regi stered organizations and |licen-
sees;

(e) security requirenments for nedical cannabis and adult-use cannabis
retail dispensaries and prem ses where cannabis products, nedical canna-
bis, and cannabinoid henp and henp extract, are cultivated, produced,
processed, or stored, and safety protocols for registered organi zations,
Iicensees and their enpl oyees; and

(f) hearing procedures and additional causes for cancellation, suspen-
sion, revocation, and/or civil penalties against any person registered,
licensed, or permtted by the authority.

3. The board, in consultation with the state cannabi s advi sory board,
shall pronulgate rules and regul ations that are designed to:

(a) prevent the distribution of adult-use cannabis or cannabis product
to persons under twenty-one years of age, including the nodification of
t obacco vapi ng products for use w th cannabis;

(b) prevent the revenue fromthe sale of cannabis fromgoing to crim-
nal enterprises;

(c) prevent the diversion of cannabis fromthis state to other states;

(d) prevent cannabis, henp, cannabinoid henp and henp extract activity
that is legal under state |aw from being used as a cover or pretext for
the trafficking of other illegal drugs or other illegal activity;

(e) prevent driving while inpaired and the exacerbation of other
adverse public health consequences associated with the use of cannabis;

(f) prevent the growi ng of cannabis on public |ands; and

(g) informthe public about the prohibition on the possession and use
of cannabi s on federal property.

4. The board, in consultation with the departnent of agriculture and
markets and the departnent of environmental conservation, shall promul -
gate necessary rules and regul ati ons governing the safe production of
cannabi s, including environnmental and energy standards and restrictions
on the use of pesticides and best practices for water and energy conser-
vati on.

5. Enmergency rules and regul ations: In adopting any energency rule,
the board shall conply with the provisions of subdivision six of section
two hundred two of the state adninistrative procedure act and subdivi -
sion three of section one hundred one-a of the executive |aw, provided,
however, that notw t hstandi ng the provisions of such | aws:

(a) Such emergency rule may remain in effect for no | onger than one
hundred twenty days, unless within such time the board conplies with the
provi sions of such laws and adopts the rule as a permanent rule;

(b) If, prior to the expiration of a rule adopted pursuant to this
paragraph, the board finds that the readoption of such rule on an ener-
gency basis or the adoption of a substantially sinmlar rule on an ener-
gency basis is necessary for the preservation of the public health,
safety or general welfare the agency may only readopt the rule on an
energency basis or adopt a substantially simlar rule on an energency
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basis if on or before the date of such action the board has al so submit-
ted a notice of proposed rule making pursuant to subdivision six of
section two hundred two of the state administrative procedure act and
subdi vision three of section one hundred one-a of the executive |aw. An
emergency rul e adopted pursuant to this paragraph may remain in effect
for no longer than one hundred twenty days;

(c) An energency rule adopted pursuant to this subdivision or a
substantially simlar rule may be adopted on an energency basis may
remain in effect for no |onger than one hundred twenty days, but upon
the expiration of such one hundred twenty-day period no further
readopti ons or adoptions of substantially simlar rules shall be permt-
ted for a period of one hundred twenty days. Nothing in this subdivi-
sion shall preclude the adoption of such rule by submtting a notice of
adoption pursuant to subdivision five of section two hundred two of the
state adnmi nistrative procedure act.

(d) Strict conpliance with the provisions of this subdivision shall be
requi red, and any enmergency rule or substantially simlar rule that does
not so conply shall be void and of no |legal effect.

8§ 14. State cannabis advisory board. 1. The state cannabis advisory
board or "advisory board" is established within the office of cannabis
managenent and directed to work in collaboration with the cannabis
control board and the executive director to regulate and control the use
of medical cannabis, adult-use cannabis and cannabi noid henp and henp
extract in the state of New York

2. The state cannabis advisory board, shall consist of thirteen voting
appoi nted nenbers, along with the comnm ssioners of environmental conser-
vation, health, agriculture and markets and addiction services and
supports serving as ex-officio nenbers. The governor shall have seven
appoi ntnents, the tenporary president of the senate and the speaker of
the assenmbly shall each have three appointnents to the board. The
menbers shall be appointed to each serve three year terns and in the
event of a vacancy, the vacancy shall be filled in the manner of the

ori gi nal appointment for the remainder of the term The appointed
menbers and conmissioners shall receive no conpensation for their
services but shall be allowed their actual and necessary expenses

incurred in the performance of their duties as board nenbers.

3. Advisory board nenbers shall have statew de geographic represen-
tation that is balanced and diverse in its conposition. Appointed
menbers shall have an expertise in public and behavioral health,
subst ance use disorder treatnent, effective rehabilitative treatnent for
adults and juveniles, econonic devel opnent, environmental conservation,
job training and placenent, crimnal justice, and drug policy. Further
the advisory board shall include residents from conmunities nost
i npacted by cannabis prohibition, people with prior drug convictions,
the formerly incarcerated, and representatives of organi zations serving
communities inpacted by past federal and state drug policies.

4. The chairperson of the advisory board and the vice chairperson
shall be elected fromanong the menbers of the advisory board by the
menbers of such advisory board. The vice chairperson shall represent the
advisory board in the absence of the chairperson at all official advi-
sory board functions.

5. The advisory board shall work in collaboration wth the cannabis
control board and the executive director prior to the adoption of any
rul es and regul ati ons governi ng the nedical cannabis, adult-use cannabis
or cannabi noid henp and henp extract industries. The advisory board
shall also nmake recommendations to the cannabis control board, the
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office and the | egislature on cannabis and henp cultivation, processing,
distribution, transport, social and econonic equity in the cannabis and
henp industries, crimnal justice, public health and safety concerns,
law enforcenment related to cannabis and cannabis products, and on the
testing and sal e of cannabis and cannabi s products.

8§ 15. Disposition of noneys received for license fees. The board
shall establish a scale of application, licensing, and renewal fees,
based upon the cost of enforcing this chapter and the size of the canna-
bi s busi ness being licensed, as foll ows:

1. The board shall charge each regi stered organi zation, licensee and
permttee a registration, licensure or pernit fee, and renewal fee, as
applicable. The fees nmay vary dependi ng upon the nature and scope of
the different registration, licensure and pernit activities.

2. The total fees assessed pursuant to this chapter shall be set at an
anmopunt that wll generate sufficient total revenue to, at a m ni num

fully cover the total costs of adm nistering this chapter

3. Al registration and licensure fees shall be set on a scaled basis
by the board, dependent on the size and capacity of the business and for
social and economic equity applicants such fees may be assessed to
acconplish the goals of this chapter.

4. The board shall deposit all fees collected in the New York state
cannabi s revenue fund established pursuant to section ninety-nine-hh of
the state finance | aw

§ 16. Violations of cannabis laws or regulations; penalties and
i njunctions. 1. Any person who viol ates, disobeys or disregards any term
or provision of this chapter or of any lawful notice, order or regu-
| ation pursuant thereto for which a civil or crimnal penalty is not
ot herwi se expressly prescribed by law, shall be liable to the people of
the state for a civil penalty of not to exceed five thousand dollars for
every such violation.

2. The penalty provided for in subdivision one of this section may be
recovered by an action brought by the board in any court of conpetent
jurisdiction.

3. Such civil penalty may be released or conpronmised by the board
before the matter has been referred to the attorney general, and where
such matter has been referred to the attorney general, any such penalty
may be released or conprom sed and any action comenced to recover the
same may be settled and discontinued by the attorney general wth the
consent of the board.

4. 1t shall be the duty of the attorney general upon the request of
the board to bring an action for an injunction against any person who
viol ates, disobeys or disregards any termor provision of this chapter
or of any lawful notice, order or regulation pursuant thereto; provided,
however, that the executive director shall furnish the attorney genera
with such nmaterial, evidentiary matter or proof as may be requested by
the attorney general for the prosecution of such an action.

5. It is the purpose of this section to provide additional and cunul a-
tive renedies, and nothing herein contained shall abridge or alter
rights of action or renedies now or hereafter existing, nor shall any
provision of this section, nor any action done by virtue of this
section, be construed as estopping the state, persons or mnunicipalities
in the exercising of their respective rights.

8§ 17. Formal hearings; notice and procedure. 1. The board, or any
person designated by them for this purpose, may issue subpoenas and
adm ni ster oaths in connection with any hearing or investigation under
or pursuant to this chapter, and it shall be the duty of the board and
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any persons designated by them for such purpose to issue subpoenas at
the request of and upon behal f of the respondent.

2. The board and those designated by them shall not be bound by the
| aws of evidence in the conduct of hearing proceedings, but the determ -
nation shall be founded upon preponderance of evidence to sustain it.

3. Notice and right of hearing as provided in the state adm nistrative
procedure act, shall be served at least fifteen days prior to the date
of the hearing, provided that, whenever because of danger to the public
heal th, safety or welfare it appears prejudicial to the interests of the
people of the state to delay action for fifteen days, the board my
serve the respondent with an order requiring certain action or the
cessation of certain activities imediately or within a specified period
of less than fifteen days.

4. Service of notice of hearing or order shall be nade by persona
service or by registered or certified mail. Where service, whether by
personal service or by registered or certified mail, is made upon an
i nconpetent, partnership, or corporation, it shall be rmade upon the

person or persons designated to receive personal service by article
three of the civil practice law and rul es.

5. At a hearing, that to the greatest extent practicable shall be
reasonably near the respondent, the respondent nmmy appear personally,
shal |l have the right of counsel, and nmamy cross-exani ne w tnesses agai nst
hi m or her and produce evidence and witnesses in his or her behalf.

6. Followi ng a hearing, the board nmay nmake appropriate determ nations
and issue a final order in accordance therewth

7. The board nay adopt, anend and repeal adninistrative rules and
regul ati ons governing the procedures to be followed with respect to
hearings, such rules to be consistent with the policy and purpose of
this chapter and the effective and fair enforcement of its provisions.

8. The provisions of this section shall be applicable to all hearings
hel d pursuant to this chapter, except where other provisions of this
chapter applicable thereto are inconsistent therewith, in which event
such ot her provisions shall apply.

8 18. Ethics, transparency and accountability. No menber of the board
or office or any officer, deputy, assistant, inspector or enployee, or
spouse or mnor child of such nmenber, officer, assistant, inspector or
enpl oyee thereof shall have any interest, direct or indirect, either
proprietary or by nmeans of any |oan, nortgage or lien, or in any other
manner, in or on any prem ses where adult-use cannabis, medical cannabis
or cannabi noid henp and henp extract is cultivated, processed, distrib-
uted or sold; nor shall he or she have any interest, direct or indirect,
in any business wholly or partially devoted to the cultivation, process-
ing, distribution, sale, transportation or storage of adult-use canna-
bi s, medical cannabis or cannabi noid henp and henp extract, or own any
stock in any corporation which has any interest, proprietary or other-
wise, direct or indirect, in any premses where adult use cannabis,
medi cal cannabis or cannabinoid henp and henp extract is cultivated,
processed, distributed or sold, or in any business wholly or partially
devoted to the cultivation, processing, distribution, sale, transporta-
tion or storage of adult-use cannabis, nedical cannabis or cannabinoid
henp and henp extract, or receive any comm ssion or profit whatsoever,
direct or indirect, from any person applying for or receiving any
license or permt provided for in this chapter, or hold any other
el ected or appointed public office in the state or in any politica
subdi vision. After notice and opportunity to be heard, anyone found to
have knowi ngly violated any of the provisions of this section shall
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after notice, be renmoved and shall divest thensel ves of such direct or
indirect interests, in addition to any other penalty provided by | aw

§ 30. Certification of patients. 1. A patient certification may only
be issued if:

(a) the patient has a condition, which shall be specified in the
patient's health care record,

(b) the practitioner by training or experience is qualified to treat
the condition;

(c) the patient is under the practitioner's continuing care for the
condi tion; and

(d) in the practitioner's professional opinion and review of past
treatments, the patient is likely to receive therapeutic or palliative
benefit from the primary or adjunctive treatnent with nmedi cal use of
cannabis for the condition.

2. The certification shall include: (a) the nane, date of birth and
address of the patient; (b) a statenent that the patient has a condition
and the patient is under the practitioner's care for the condition; (c)
a statenent attesting that all requirenments of subdivision one of this
section have been satisfied; (d) the date; and (e) the nanme, address,
t el ephone number, and the signature of the certifying practitioner. The
board may require by regulation that the certification shall be on a
formprovided by the office. The practitioner may state in the certif-

ication that, in the practitioner's professional opinion, the patient
woul d benefit from nedical cannabis only until a specified date. The
practitioner may state in the certification that, in the practitioner's
prof essi onal opinion, the patient is termnally ill and that the certif-
ication shall not expire until the patient dies.

3. In nmaking a certification, the practitioner may consider the form
of medi cal cannabis the patient should consune, including the nethod of

consunption and any particular strain, variety, and quantity or percent-
age of cannabis or particular active ingredient, and appropri ate dosage.
The practitioner nay state in the certification any recomendation or
limtation the practitioner nakes, in his or her professional opinion
concerning the appropriate formor forns of nedical cannabis and dosage
4. Every practitioner shall consult the prescription nonitoring
program registry prior to making or issuing a certification, for the
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purpose of reviewing a patient's controlled substance history. For
purposes of this section, a practitioner may authorize a designee to
consult the prescription nmonitoring program registry on his or her
behal f, provided that such designation is in accordance with section
thirty-three hundred forty-three-a of the public health | aw

5. The practitioner shall give the certification to the certified
patient, and place a copy in the patient's health care record.

6. No practitioner shall issue a certification under this section for
t hensel ves.

7. Aregistry identification card based on a certification shal
expire one year after the date the certification is signed by the prac-
titioner, except as provided for in subdivision eight of this section.

8. (a) If the practitioner states in the certification that, in the
practitioner's professional opinion, the patient would benefit from
medi cal cannabis only until a specified earlier date, then the registry
identification card shall expire on that date; (b) if the practitioner
states in the certification that in the practitioner's professiona

opinion the patient is termnally ill and that the certification shal
not expire until the patient dies, then the registry identification card
shall state that the patient is termnally ill and that the registration

card shall not expire until the patient dies; (c¢) if the practitioner
re-issues the certification to termnate the certification on an earlier
date, then the registry identification card shall expire on that date
and shall be pronptly destroyed by the certified patient; (d) if the
certification so provides, the registry identification card shall state
any reconmendation or limtation by the practitioner as to the form or
fornms of nmedical cannabis or dosage for the certified patient; and (e)
the board shall make regulations to inplement this subdivision.

9. (a) Acertification may be a special certification if, in addition
to the other requirements for a certification, the practitioner certi-
fies in the certification that the patient's condition is progressive
and degenerative or that delay in the patient's certified medical use of
cannabis poses a risk to the patient's life or health.

(b) The office shall create the formto be used for a special certif-
ication and shall make that formavailable to be downloaded from the
of fice's website.

10. Prior to issuing a certification a practitioner nust conplete, at
a mninum a two-hour course as determned by the board in regulation.
For the purposes of this article a person's status as a practitioner is
deened to be a "license" for the purposes of section thirty-three
hundred ninety of the public health | aw and shall be subject to the same
revocati on process.

§ 31. Lawful nedical use. The possession, acquisition, use, delivery,
transfer, transportation, or adninistration of nedical cannabis by a
certified patient, designated caregiver or the enpl oyees of a designated
caregiver facility, for certified nedical use, shall be | awful under
this article provided that:

1. the cannabis that may be possessed by a certified patient shall not
exceed a sixty-day supply of the dosage if determ ned by the practition-
er, consistent with any gui dance and regul ations issued by the board,
provided that during the |ast seven days of any sixty-day period, the
certified patient may al so possess up to such amount for the next
si xty-day peri od,;

2. the cannabis that may be possessed by designated caregivers does
not exceed the quantities referred to in subdivision one of this section
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for each certified patient for whom the caregiver possesses a wvalid
registry identification card, up to five certified patients;

3. the cannabis that may be possessed by designated caregiver facili-
ties does not exceed the quantities referred to in subdivision one of
this section for each certified patient under the care or treatnment of
the facility;

4. the formor forns of medical cannabis that may be possessed by the
certified patient, designated caregiver or designated caregiver facility
pursuant to a certification shall be in conpliance with any recomenda-
tion or linmtation by the practitioner as to the form or forns of
medi cal cannabis or dosage for the certified patient in the certif-
i cation;

5. the medi cal cannabis shall be kept in the original package in which
it was di spensed under this article, except for the portion renmoved for
i medi ate consunption for certified mnedical wuse by the certified
patient; and

6. in the case of a designated caregiver facility, the enployee
assisting the patient has been designated as such by the designated
caregiver facility.

8§ 32. Registry identification cards. 1. Upon approval of the certif-
ication, the office shall issue registry identification cards for certi -
fied patients and designated caregivers. A registry identification card
shall expire as provided in this article or as otherwise provided in
this section. The office shall begin issuing registry identification
cards as soon as practicable after the certifications required by this
chapter are granted. The office may specify a formfor a registry appli-
cation, in which case the office shall provide the formon request,
reproductions of the formmay be used, and the formshall be available
for downl oading fromthe board's or office's website.

(viii) if the certified patient designates a designated caregiver, the
name, address, and date of birth of the designated caregiver, and other
i ndi vidual identifying information required by the board,;

(ix) if the designated caregiver is a cannabis research |icense hol der
under this chapter, the nanme of the organization conducting the
research, the address, phone nunber, nanme of the individual |eading the
research or appropriate designee, and other identifying information
required by the board; and

(x) other individual identifying information required by the office;

(b) in the case of a designated caregiver:

(i) the nanme, address, and date of birth of the designated caregiver;

(b) The designated caregiver shall be: (i) a parent or |egal guardi an
of the certified patient; (ii) a person designated by a parent or |ega
guardian; (iii) an enpl oyee of a designated caregiver facility, includ-
ing a cannabis research license holder; or (iv) an appropriate person
approved by the office upon a sufficient showing that no parent or |ega
guardi an is appropriate or avail able.

4. No person my be a designated caregiver if the person is under
twenty-one years of age unless a sufficient showing is nmade to the
office that the person should be pernitted to serve as a designated
caregiver. The requirenents for such a showing shall be determned by
t he board.

5. No person may be a designated caregiver for nore than five certi-
fied patients at one tinme; provided, however, that this limtation shal
not apply to a designated caregiver facility, or cannabis research
i cense hol der as defined by this chapter.

6. If a certified patient wishes to change or termi nate his or her
desi gnated caregi ver, for whatever reason, the certified patient shal
notify the office as soon as practicable. The office shall issue a

notification to the designated caregiver that their registration card is
invalid and nmust be pronptly destroyed. The newly designated caregiver
must conply with all requirenents set forth in this section.

7. |If the certification so provides, the registry identification card
shall contain any reconmendation or linmitation by the practitioner as to
the formor fornms of medical cannabis or dosage for the certified
patient.

8. The office shall issue separate registry identification cards for
certified patients and designated caregivers as soon as reasonably prac-
ticable after receiving a conplete application wunder this section,
unless it determines that the application is inconplete or factually
i naccurate, in which case it shall pronmptly notify the applicant.

9. If the application of a certified patient designates an i ndividua
as a designated caregiver who is not authorized to be a designated care-
giver, that portion of the application shall be denied by the office but
that shall not affect the approval of the balance of the application.

10. A registry identification card shall

(a) contain the name of the certified patient or the designated care-
giver as the case may be;

(b) contain the date of issuance and expiration date of the registry
identification card
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(c) contain a registry identification nunber for the certified patient
or designated caregiver, as the case nmay be and a registry identifica-
tion nunber;

(d) contain a photograph of the individual to whomthe registry iden-
tification card is being issued, which shall be obtained by the office
in a manner specified by the board in regulations; provided, however,
that if the office requires certified patients to submt photographs for
this purpose, there shall be a reasonable acconmopbdation of certified
patients who are confined to their homes due to their nedical conditions
and may therefore have difficulty procuring photographs;

(e) be a secure docunment as determ ned by the board;

(f) plainly state any reconmendation or linitation by the practitioner
as to the formor forns of nedical cannabis or dosage for the certified
patient; and

(g) any other requirenents determ ned by the board.

11. A certified patient or designated caregiver who has been issued a
registry identification card shall notify the office of any change in
his or her nane or address or, with respect to the patient, if he or she
ceases to have the condition noted on the certification within ten days
of such change. The certified patient's or designated caregiver's regis-
try identification card shall be deemed invalid and shall be pronptly
destroyed.

12. If a certified patient or designated caregiver loses his or her
registry identification card, he or she shall notify the office within
ten days of losing the card.

13. The office shall maintain a confidential list of the persons to
whom it has issued registry identification cards.

14. The board shall verify to | aw enforcenent personnel in an appro-
priate case whether a registry identification card is valid.

15. If a certified patient or designated caregiver willfully violates
any provision of this article as determned by the board, his or her
certification and registry identification card may be suspended or
revoked. This is in addition to any other penalty that may apply.

16. The board shall make regulations for special certifications, which

shall include expedited procedures and which may require the applicant
to submit additional docunentation establishing the clinical basis for
the special certification. |If the board has not established and nade

available a formfor a registry application or renewal application, or
established and made available a formfor a registry application or
renewal application, then in the case of a special certification, a
registry application or renewal application that otherw se conforns with

§ 33. Registration as a designated caregiver facility. 1. To obtain,
anmend or renew a registration as a designated caregiver facility, the
facility shall file a registry application with the office. The registry
application or renewal application shall include:

(a) the facility's full nane and address;

(b) operating certificate or |icense nunber where appropriate;

(c) printed name, title, and signature of an authorized facility
representative
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(d) a statenent that the facility agrees to secure and ensure proper
handl i ng of all nedical cannabis products;

(e) an acknow edgenent that a false statenent in the application is
puni shabl e under section 210.45 of the penal |aw and

(f) any other information that may be required by the board.

2. Prior to issuing or renewi ng a designated caregiver facility regis-
tration, the office may verify the information submtted by the appli-
cant. The applicant shall provide, at the office's request, such infor-
mat i on and docunentation, including any consents or authorizations that
may be necessary for the office to verify the infornmation.

3. The office shall approve, deny or deternine inconplete or inaccu-
rate an initial or renewal application within thirty days of receipt of
the application. |If the application is approved within the thirty-day
period, the office shall issue a registration as soon as is reasonably
practi cabl e.

4. An applicant shall have thirty days fromthe date of a notification
of an inconplete or factually inaccurate application to submt the nmate-
rials required to conplete, revise or substantiate information in the
application. If the applicant fails to submt the required materials
within such thirty-day tinme period, the application shall be denied by
the office.

5. Registrations issued under this section shall remain valid for two

8 34. Registered organizations. 1. A registered organization shall be
a for-profit business entity or not-for-profit corporation organized for
the purpose of acquiring, possessing, manufacturing, selling, deliver-
ing, transporting, distributing or dispensing cannabis for certified
nmedi cal use

2. The acquiring, possession, manufacture, sale, delivery, transport-
ing, distributing or dispensing of nedical cannabis by a registered
organi zation wunder this article in accordance with its registration
under this article or a renewal thereof shall be | awful under this chap-
ter.

3. Each registered organi zation shall contract wth an independent
| aboratory permitted by the board to test the nmedical cannabis produced
by the regi stered organi zation. The board shall approve the |aboratory
used by the registered organization and may require that the registered
organi zation use a particular testing |laboratory. The board is author-
ized to issue regulations requiring the laboratory to performcertain
tests and services.

4. (a) A registered organization may lawfully, in good faith, sell
deliver, distribute or dispense nedical cannabis to a certified patient
or designated caregiver upon presentation to the regi stered organi zation
of a valid registry identification card for that certified patient or
desi gnated caregiver. When presented with the registry identification
card, the registered organi zation shall provide to the certified patient
or designated caregiver a receipt, which shall state: the name, address,
and registry identification nunber of the registered organization; the
nanme and registry identification nunber of the certified patient and the
desi gnated caregiver, if any; the date the cannabis was sold; any recom
mendation or limtation by the practitioner as to the formor forns of
medi cal cannabi s or dosage for the certified patient; and the form and
the quantity of nmedical cannabis sold. The registered organi zati on shal
retain a copy of the registry identification card and the receipt for
six years.
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(b) The proprietor of a registered organi zation shall file or cause to
be filed any receipt and certification information with the office by
electronic nmeans on a real-time basis as the board shall require by
regul ati on. Wien filing receipt and certification information electron-
ically pursuant to this paragraph, the proprietor of the registered
organi zation shall dispose of any electronically recorded prescription
information in such manner as the board shall by regulation require.

5. (a) No registered organization may sell, deliver, distribute or
di spense to any certified patient or designated caregiver a quantity of
medi cal cannabi s |larger than that individual would be allowed to possess
under this chapter.

(b) Wen dispensing nedical cannabis to a certified patient or desig-
nated caregiver, the registered organi zation: (i) shall not dispense an
anount greater than a sixty-day supply to a certified patient until the
certified patient has exhausted all but a seven day supply provided
pursuant to a previously issued certification; and (ii) shall verify the
information in subparagraph (i) of this paragraph by consulting the
prescription nonitoring programregistry under this article.

(c) Medical cannabis dispensed to a certified patient or designated
caregiver by a registered organi zation shall conformto any recomrenda-
tion or limtation by the practitioner as to the formor forns of
nmedi cal cannabis or dosage for the certified patient.

6. VWhen a registered organization sells, delivers, distributes or
di spenses nedi cal cannabis to a certified patient or designated caregiv-
er, it shall provide to that individual a safety insert, which will be
devel oped by the registered organi zati on and approved by the board and
i nclude, but not be limted to, information on:

(a) nethods for adm nistering nedical cannabis,

(b) any potential dangers stemming fromthe use of medi cal cannabis,

(c) how to recogni ze what nmay be probl ematic usage of nedical cannabis
and obtain appropriate services or treatnment for problematic usage, and

(d) other information as determ ned by the board.

7. Regi st ered organi zati ons shall not be managed by or enpl oy anyone
who has been convicted within three years of the date of hire, of any
felony related to the functions or duties of operating a business,
except that if the board determines that the nmanager or enployee is
otherwi se suitable to be hired, and hiring the manager or enpl oyee woul d
not conprom se public safety, the board shall conduct a thorough review
of the nature of the crine, conviction, circunstances, and evidence of
rehabilitation of the manager or enpl oyee, and shall evaluate the suit-
ability of the nmanager or enployee based on the evidence found through
the review In determ ning which offenses are substantially related to
the functions or duties of operating a business, the board shal
i nclude, but not be limted to, the foll ow ng:

(a) a felony conviction involving fraud, noney | aundering, forgery and
ot her unl awful conduct related to owni ng and operating a business; and

(b) a felony conviction for hiring, enploying or using a mnor in
transporting, carrying, selling, giving away, preparing for sale, or
peddling, any controlled substance, or selling, offering to sell
furnishing, offering to furnish, adm nistering, or giving any controlled
substance to a m nor.

A felony conviction for the sale or possession of drugs, narcotics, or
controll ed substances is not substantially related. This subdivision
shall only apply to managers or enpl oyees who cone into contact with or
handl e medi cal cannabi s.
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8. Manufacturing of nedical cannabis by a registered organization
shall only be done in an indoor, enclosed, secure facility located in
New York state, which may include a greenhouse. The board shall promnul -
gate regul ations establishing requirements for such facilities.

9. Dispensing of nedical cannabis by a registered organization shal
only be done in an indoor, enclosed, secure facility |located in New York
state, which may include a greenhouse. The board shall pronul gate regu-
| ations establishing requirements for such facilities.

10. A registered organization may contract with a person or entity to
provide facilities, equipnent or services that are ancillary to the
registered organization's functions or activities under this article
including, but not limted to, shipping, nmaintenance, construction
repair, and security, provided that the person or entity shall not
performany function or activity directly involving the planting, grow
ing, tending, harvesting, processing, or packagi ng of cannabis plants,
medi cal cannabi s, or medical cannabis products being produced by the
regi stered organization; or any other function directly involving manu-
facturing or retailing of nedical cannabis. Al Ilaws and regulations
applicable to such facilities, equipnent, or services shall apply to the
contract. The registered organization and other parties to the contract
shall each be responsible for conpliance with such | ans and regul ations
under the contract. The board may nmmke regul ations consistent with this
article relating to contracts and parties to contracts under this subdi-
vi si on.

11. A registered organization shall, based on the findings of an inde-
pendent | aboratory, provide docunentation of the quality, safety and
clinical strength of the nedical cannabis manufactured or di spensed by
the registered organi zation to the office and to any person or entity to
whi ch the nedical cannabis is sold or dispensed

12. A registered organization shall be deemed to be a "health care
provider" for the purposes of title two-D of article two of the public
heal th | aw.

13. Medical cannabis shall be dispensed to a certified patient or
designated caregiver in a sealed and properly |abeled package. The
| abel ing shall contain: (a) the information required to be included in
the receipt provided to the certified patient or designated caregiver by
the registered organization; (b) the packaging date; (c) any applicable
date by which the nedi cal cannabis should be used; (d) a warning stat-
ing, "This product is for medicinal use only. Whnen should not consune
during pregnancy or while breastfeeding except on the advice of the
certifying health care practitioner, and in the case of breastfeeding
mot hers, including the infant's pediatrician. This product might inpair
the ability to drive. Keep out of reach of children."; (e) the anpunt of
i ndividual doses contained within; and (f) a warning that the nedica
cannabis nmust be kept in the original container in which it was
di spensed.

14. The board is authorized to make rules and regul ations restricting
t he advertising and marketing of nedical cannabis.

8 35. Registering of registered organi zati ons. 1. (a) An applicant
for registration as a registered organizati on under section thirty-four
of this article shall include such information prepared in such mnner
and detail as the board may require, including but not limted to:

(i) a description of the activities in which it intends to engage as a
regi stered organi zation;

(ii) that the applicant:

(A) is of good noral character
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(B) possesses or has the right to use sufficient |land, buildings, and
ot her premi ses, which shall be specified in the application, and equip-
ment to properly carry on the activity described in the application, or
in the alternative posts a bond of not less than two nillion dollars;

(O is able to mintain effective security and control to prevent
di version, abuse, and other illegal conduct relating to the cannabis;
and

(D) is able to conply with all applicable state I aws and regul ati ons
relating to the activities in which it intends to engage under the
regi stration;

(iii) that the applicant has entered into a | abor peace agreenent wth
a bona fide | abor organization that is actively engaged in representing
or attenpting to represent the applicant's enpl oyees and the mai ntenance
of such a | abor peace agreenent shall be an ongoing material condition
of certification;

(iv) the applicant's status as a for-profit business entity or not-
for-profit corporation; and

(v) the application shall include the nane, residence address and
title of each of the officers and directors and the nanme and residence
address of any person or entity that is a nmenber of the applicant. Each
such person, if an individual, or lawful representative if a legal enti-
ty, shall subnit an affidavit with the application setting forth

(A) any position of managenent or ownership during the preceding ten
years of a twenty per centum or greater interest in any other business,
located in or outside this state, manufacturing or distributing drugs;

(B) whether such person or any such business has been convicted of a
felony or had a registration or license suspended or revoked in any
admi ni strative or judicial proceeding; and

(© such other information as the board may reasonably require.

2. The applicant shall be under a continuing duty to report to the
of fice any change in facts or circunstances reflected in the application
or any newy discovered or occurring fact or circumstance which is
required to be included in the application.

3. (a) The board shall grant a registration or anmendnment to a regis-
tration under this section if he or she is satisfied that:

(i) the applicant will be able to maintain effective control against
di versi on of cannabi s;

(ii) the applicant wll be able to conply with all applicable state
| aws;

(iii) the applicant and its officers are ready, willing and able to

properly carry on the manufacturing or distributing activity for which a
registration is sought;

(iv) the applicant possesses or has the right to use sufficient |and,
bui |l di ngs and equi pnment to properly carry on the activity described in
t he application;

(v) it is in the public interest that such registration be granted
including but not limted to:

(A) whether the nunber of registered organizations in an area will be
adequat e or excessive to reasonably serve the area

(B) whether the registered organization is a nminority and/or wonman
owned busi ness enterprise or a service-di sabl ed veteran-owned busi ness;

(C whether the registered organization provides education and
outreach to practitioners;

(D) whether the registered organization pronotes the research and
devel oprnent of nedi cal cannabis and patient outreach; and
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(E) the affordability of nedical cannabis products offered by the
regi stered organization;

(vi) the applicant and its managi ng officers are of good noral charac-
ter;

(vii) the applicant has entered into a |abor peace agreenent with a
bona fide | abor organization that is actively engaged in representing or
attenpting to represent the applicant's enpl oyees; and the naintenance
of such a |abor peace agreenent shall be an ongoing material condition
of registration; and

(viii) the applicant satisfies any other conditions as determ ned by
t he board.

(b) If the board is not satisfied that the applicant should be issued
a registration, he or she shall notify the applicant in witing of those
factors upon which further evidence is required. Wthin thirty days of
the receipt of such notification, the applicant may submit additiona
material to the board or demand a hearing, or both.

(c) The fee for a registration under this section shall be an anount
determ ned by the board in regul ations; provided, however, if the regis-
tration is issued for a period greater than two years the fee shall be
increased, pro rata, for each additional nonth of validity.

(d) Registrations issued under this section shall be effective only
for the registered organi zation and shall specify:

(i) the nane and address of the registered organization;

(ii) which activities of a registered organization are permtted by
the registration;

(iii) the land, buildings and facilities that may be wused for the
permtted activities of the registered organi zation; and

(iv) such other information as the board shall reasonably provide to
assure conpliance with this article.

(e) Upon application of a registered organization, a registration my
be anmended to allow the registered organization to relocate within the
state or to add or delete pernmitted registered organization activities
or facilities. The fee for such amendnent shall be two hundred fifty
dol I ars.

4. A registration issued under this section shall be valid for two
years from the date of issue, except that in order to facilitate the
renewal s of such registrations, the board may upon the initial applica-
tion for a registration, issue sone registrations which may remain valid
for a period of tine greater than two years but not exceeding an addi -
tional eleven nonths.

5. (a) An application for the renewal of any registration issued
under this section shall be filed wth the board not nore than six
mont hs nor | ess than four nmonths prior to the expiration thereof. A
|late-filed application for the renewal of a registration may, in the
di scretion of the board, be treated as an application for an initial
I'icense.

(b) The application for renewal shall include such information
prepared in the manner and detail as the board may require, including
but not limted to:

(i) any material <change in the circunstances or factors listed in
subdi vi si on one of this section; and

(ii) every known charge or investigation, pending or concluded during
the period of the registration, by any governnental or administrative
agency with respect to:
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(A) each incident or alleged incident involving the theft, loss, or
possi bl e diversion of nedical cannabis manufactured or distributed by
the applicant; and

(B) conmpliance by the applicant with the laws of the state with
respect to any substance listed in section thirty-three hundred six of
the public health | aw.

(c) An applicant for renewal shall be under a continuing duty to
report to the board any change in facts or <circunstances reflected in
the application or any newy discovered or occurring fact or circum
stance which is required to be included in the application.

(d) If the board is not satisfied that the registered organization
applicant is entitled to a renewal of the registration, the board shal
within a reasonably practicable tine as determined by the executive
director, serve wupon the registered organization or its attorney of
record in person or by registered or certified mail an order directing
the registered organization to show cause why its application for
renewal should not be denied. The order shall specify in detail the
respects in which the applicant has not satisfied the board that the
regi stration should be renewed.

(e) Wthin a reasonably practicable tinme as deternined by the board of
such order, the applicant may submit additional naterial to the board or
demand a hearing or both; if a hearing is demanded the board shall fix a
date as soon as reasonably practicable.

6. (a) The board shall renew a registration unless he or she deter-
m nes and finds that:

(i) the applicant is wunlikely to maintain or be able to maintain
ef fective control against diversion

(ii) the applicant is unlikely to conmply with all state laws applica-
ble to the activities in which it may engage under the registration

(iti) it is not in the public interest to renew the registration
because the nunmber of registered organizations in an area 1S excessive
to reasonably serve the area; or

(iv) the applicant has either violated or termnated its | abor peace
agreenent .

(b) For purposes of this section, proof that a registered organiza-
tion, during the period of its registration, has failed to maintain
ef fective control against diversion, violates any provision of this
article, or has knowingly or negligently failed to conply with applica-
ble state laws relating to the activities in which it engages under the
registration, shall constitute grounds for suspension, termnation or
limtation of the registered organization's registration or as deter-
mned by the board. The registered organi zation shall also be under a
continuing duty to report to the authority any material change or fact
or circunstance to the information provided in the registered organi za-
tion's application.

7. The board may suspend or termnate the registration of a registered
organi zati on, on grounds and using procedures under this article relat-
ing to a license, to the extent consistent with this article. The
authority shall suspend or terminate the registration in the event that
a registered organization violates or termninates the applicable Iabor
peace agreenent. Conduct in conpliance with this article which my
violate conflicting federal Ilaw, shall not be grounds to suspend or
termnate a registration

8. A registered organization that manufactures nmedical cannabis may
have no nore than four dispensing sites wholly owned and operated by
such regi stered organi zati on. Such regi stered organi zati on may have an
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additional four dispensing sites; provided, however, that the first two
addi tional dispensing sites shall be located in underserved or unserved
geographic | ocations, as determnined by the board. The board shall ensure
that such registered organizations and dispensing sites are geograph-
ically distributed across the state and that their ownership reflects
the denographics of the state. The board shall register additiona
regi stered organi zations to provide services to unserved and underserved
areas of the state. Additional registered organization shall be reflec-
tive of the denographics of the state.

8 36. Reports of registered organizations. 1. The board shall, by
regul ati on, require each registered organization to file reports by the
registered organization during a particular period. The board shal
determine the information to be reported and the forns, time, and nmanner
of the reporting.

2. The board shall, by regulation, require each registered organiza-
tion to adopt and maintain security, tracking, record keeping, record
retention and surveillance systens, relating to all nedical cannabis at
every stage of acquiring, possession, nanufacture, sale, delivery,
transporting, distributing, or dispensing by the registered organiza-
tion, subject to regulations of the board.

§ 37. Evaluation; research prograns; report by board. 1. The board
may provide for the analysis and evaluation of the operation of this
article. The board may enter into agreenents with one or nore persons,
not-for-profit corporations or other organizations, for the performance
of an evaluation of the inplenentation and effectiveness of this arti-
cle.

2. The board nay devel op, seek any necessary federal approval for, and
carry out research prograns relating to nedical use of cannabis. Partic-
i pation in any such research programshall be voluntary on the part of
practitioners, patients, and designated caregivers.

3. The board shall report every two years, beginning two years after
the effective date of this article, to the governor and the |I|egislature
on the medical use of cannabis under this article and nmake appropriate
recomrendat i ons.

8 38. Cannabis research |icense. 1. The board shall establish a
cannabis research |license that pernits a |icensee to produce, process,
purchase and possess cannabis for the following linmted research
pur poses:

(a) to test chem cal potency and conposition |evels;

(b) to conduct clinical investigations of cannabis-derived drug
product s;

(c) to conduct research on the efficacy and safety of administering
cannabi s as part of nedical treatnent; and

(d) to conduct genomic or agricultural research

2. As part of the application process for a cannabis research |icense,
an applicant must submit to the board a description of the research that
is intended to be conducted as well as the amount of cannabis to be
grown or purchased. The board shall review an applicant's research
project and determ ne whether it nmeets the requirenents of subdivision
one of this section. In addition, the board shall assess the application
based on the following criteri a:

(a) project quality, study design, value, and inpact;

(b) whether the applicant has the appropriate personnel, expertise,
facilities and infrastructure, funding, and human, aninal, or other
approvals in place to successfully conduct the project; and
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(c) whether the anmount of cannabis to be grown or purchased by the
applicant is <consistent with the project's scope and goals. If the
office determ nes that the research project does not neet the require-
ments of subdivision one of this section, the application nust be
deni ed.

3. A cannabis research |icensee may only sell cannabis grown or within
its operation to other cannabis research |icensees. The board may revoke
a cannabis research license for violations of this section.

4. A cannabis research licensee may contract with an institution of
hi gher education, including but not limted to a hospital wthin the
state wuniversity of New York, to performresearch in conjunction with
such institution. Al research projects, entered into wunder this
section nust be approved by the board and neet the requirenents of
subdi vi si on one of this section.

5. In establishing a cannabis research license, the board may adopt
regul ati ons on the follow ng:

(a) application requirenents;

(b) cannabis research |icense renewal requirenents, including whether
addi tional research projects nmay be added or considered;

(c) conditions for |license revocation;

(d) security neasures to ensure cannabis is not diverted to purposes
ot her than research;

(e) amount of plants, useable cannabis, cannabis concentrates, or
cannabi s-i nfused products a licensee may have on its preni ses;

(f) licensee reporting requirenents;

(g) conditions under which cannabis grown by |icensed cannabis produc-
ers and other product types fromlicensed cannabis processors nmay be
donated to cannabis research |icensees; and

(h) any additional requirenents deenmed necessary by the board.

6. A cannabis research |license issued pursuant to this section nust be
issued in the nane of the applicant and specify the | ocation at which
the cannabis researcher intends to operate, which nust be wthin the
state of New York.

7. The application fee for a cannabis research license shall be deter-
m ned by the board on an annual basis.

8. Each cannabis research licensee shall issue an annual report to the
board. The board shall review such report and nake a determination as to
whether the research project continues to neet the research qualifica-
tions under this section.

§ 39. Registered organizations and adul t-use cannabis. The board shal
have the authority to grant some or all of the registered organizations
registered with the department of health and currently registered and in
good standing with the office, the ability to obtain adult-use cannabis
licenses pursuant to article four of this chapter subject to any fees,
rules or conditions prescribed by the board in regul ation.

8 40. Relation to other laws. 1. The provisions of this article shal
apply, except that where a provision of this article conflicts with
anot her provision of this chapter, this article shall apply.

2. Medical cannabis shall not be deened to be a "drug" for purposes of
article one hundred thirty-seven of the education |aw.

8 41. Home cultivation of medical cannabis. 1. Notwi thstanding the
provisions of section thirty-three hundred eighty-two of the public
health |law certified patients and their designated caregiver(s) twenty-
one years of age or ol der may:

(a) plant, cultivate, harvest, dry, process or possess ho nore than
si X mature cannabis plants at any one time; or
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(b) plant, cultivate, harvest, dry, process or possess, within his or
her private residence, or on the grounds of his or her private resi-
dence, no nore than six mature cannabis plants at any one tine.

2. Any mature cannabis plant described in subdivision one of this
section, and any cannabis produced by any such cannabis plant or plants
in excess of three ounces, cultivated, harvested, dried, processed or
possessed pursuant to subdivision one of this section shall, unless
otherwise authorized by |aw or regulation, be stored except for inci-
dental periods within such person's private residence or storage space
or on the grounds of such person's private residence or storage space.
Such person shall take reasonable steps designed to assure that such
cultivated cannabis is in a secured place.

3. A county, town, city or village may enact and enforce regul ations
to reasonably regulate the actions and conduct set forth in subdivision
one of this section; provided that:

(a) a violation of any such a regulation, as approved by such county,
town, city or village enacting the regulation, nmay constitute no nore
than an infraction and may be puni shable by no nore than a discretionary
civil penalty of two hundred dollars or |less; and

(b) no county, town, city or village may enact or enforce any such
regul ation or regulations that may conpletely or essentially prohibit a
person fromengaging in the action or conduct authorized by subdivision
one of this section.

4. A violation of subdivision one or tw of this section my be
subject to a civil penalty of up to one hundred twenty-five dollars.

5. The board shall develop rules and regulations governing this
section within one year of the effective date of this section

8§ 42. Protections for the nmedical wuse of cannabis. 1. Certified
patients, designated caregivers, designated caregiver facilities and
enpl oyees of designated caregiver facilities, practitioners, registered
organi zations and the enpl oyees of registered organi zati ons, and canna-
bis researchers shall not be subject to arrest, prosecution, or penalty
in any manner, or denied any right or privilege, including but not
limted to civil penalty or disciplinary action by a business or occupa-
tional or professional licensing board or bureau, solely for the certi-
fied nmedical use or manufacture of cannabis, or for any other action or
conduct in accordance with this article.

2. Being a certified patient shall be deened to be having a "disabili-
ty" under article fifteen of the executive |l aw, section forty-c of the
civil rights law, sections 240.00, 485.00, and 485.05 of the penal |aw,
and section 200.50 of the crimnal procedure |aw. This subdivision shal
not bar the enforcenent of a policy prohibiting an enployee from
performng his or her enploynent duties while inpaired by a controlled
substance. This subdivision shall not require any person or entity to do
any act that would put the person or entity in direct violation of
federal law or cause it to lose a federal contract or funding.

3. The fact that a personis a certified patient and/or acting in
accordance with this article, shall not be a consideration in a proceed-
i ng pursuant to applicable sections of the donmestic relations Ilaw, the
social services law and the fanmly court act.

4. (a) Certification applications, certification forns, any certified
patient information contained within a database, and copies of registry
identification cards shall be deemed exenpt from public disclosure under
sections ei ghty-seven and eighty-nine of the public officers |aw.

(b) The nane, contact information, and other information relating to
practitioners registered with the board under this article shall be
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public information and shall be naintained on the board' s website acces-
sible to the public in searchable form However, if a practitioner noti-
fies the board in witing that he or she does not want his or her nane
and other information disclosed, that practitioner's nanme and ot her
information shall thereafter not be public information or maintained on
the board's website, unless the practitioner cancels the request.

5. A person currently under parole, probation or other state or |oca
supervision, or released on bail awaiting trial may not be punished or
ot herwi se penalized for conduct allowed under this article.

8 43. Regul ations. The board shall pronulgate regulations in consulta-
tion with the cannabis advisory board to inplement this article.

8 44. Suspend; term nate. Based upon the recomrendati on of the board,
executive director and/or the superintendent of state police that there
is a risk tothe public health or safety, the governor may i medi ately
suspend or terminate all licenses issued to registered organizations.

§ 45. Pricing. Registered organizations shall subnmit docunentation to
the executive director of any change in pricing per dose for any nedical
cannabis product wthin fifteen days of such change. Prior approval by
the executive director shall not be required for any such change;
provided however that the board is authorized to nodify the price per
dose for any medical cannabis product if necessary to mmintain public
access to appropriate nedication.

8 61. License application. 1. Any person may apply to the board for a
license to cultivate, process, distribute or dispense cannabis wthin
this state for sale. Such application shall be in witing and verified
and shall contain such information as the board shall require. Such
application shall be accompanied by a check or draft for the amount
required by this article for such Iicense. If the board shall approve
the application, it shall issue a license in such form as shall be
determined by its rules. Such license shall contain a description of the
Iicensed prenmises and in formand in substance shall be a license to the
person therein specifically designated to cultivate, process, distrib-
ute, deliver or dispense cannabis in the prenmises therein specifically
I'i censed.

2. Except as otherwise provided in this article, a separate |license
shall be required for each facility at which cultivation, processing,
distribution or retail dispensing is conducted.

3. An applicant shall not be denied a license under this article based
solely on a conviction for a violation of article two hundred twenty or
section 240.36 of the penal law, prior to the date article two hundred
twenty-one of the penal |aw took effect, a conviction for a violation of
article two hundred twenty-one of the penal law, or a conviction for a
violation of article two hundred twenty-two of the penal law after the
effective date of this chapter.

8§ 62. Information to be requested in applications for licenses. 1
The board shall have the authority to prescribe the manner and form in
whi ch an application nmust be subnmitted to the board for |icensure under
this article.

2. The board is authorized to adopt regul ations, including by energen-
cy rule, establishing information which nust be included on an applica-
tion for licensure under this article. Such information may include, but
is not limted to: information about the applicant's identity, includ-
ing racial and ethnic diversity; ownership and investnment infornmation
including the corporate structure; evidence of good noral character,
i ncluding the subm ssion of fingerprints by the applicant to the divi-
sion of crimnal justice services; information about the prem ses to be
licensed; financial statenments; and any other infornation prescribed by
regul ati on.

3. Al license applications shall be signed by the applicant (if an
i ndi vidual), by a nmanaging nenber (if alimted liability company), by
an officer (if a corporation), or by all partners (if a partnership).
Each person signing such application shall verify or affirmit as true
under the penalties of perjury.

4. Al license or permt applications shall be acconmpani ed by a check,
draft or other forms of paynent as the board may require or authorize in
the anount required by this article for such license or permt.
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5. If there are any changes, after the filing of the application or
the granting of a license or pernmit, in any of the facts required to be
set forth in such application, a supplenental statement giving notice of
such change, cost and source of noney involved in the change, duly veri-
fied or affirmed, shall be filed with the board within ten days after
such change. Failure to do so shall, if willful and deliberate, be cause
for denial or revocation of the license.

6. In giving any notice, or taking any action in reference to a regis-
tered organi zation or licensee of a licensed prenmises, the board may
rely upon the information furnished in such application and in any
suppl enental statement connected therewith, and such information may be
presunmred to be correct, and shall be binding upon registered organi za-
tions, licensee or licensed premises as if correct. Al information
required to be furnished in such application or supplenental statenents
shal |l be deened material in any prosecution for perjury, any proceeding
to revoke, cancel or suspend any license, and in the board' s fina
determ nation to approve or deny the license.

8 63. Fees. 1. The board shall have the authority to charge applicants
for licensure under this article a non-refundabl e application fee. Such
fee may be based on the type of licensure sought, cultivation and/or
production volume, or any other factors deened reasonable and appropri-
ate by the board to achieve the policy and purpose of this chapter.

1-a. The board shall also have the authority to assess a registered

organi zation with a one-time special Ilicensing fee for a registered
organi zati on adul t - use cultivator, processor, distributor, retail
di spensary |icense. Such fee shall be assessed at an anount to

adequately fund social and econonic equity and incubator assistance
pursuant to this article and paragraph (c) of subdivision three of
section ninety-nine-hh of the state finance |aw. Provi ded, however,
that the board shall not allow registered organizations to dispense
adult-use cannabis from nore than three of their nedical cannabis
di spensing |l ocations. The timng and manner in which registered organ-
i zati ons may be granted such authority shall be determ ned by the board
in regulation

2. The board shall have the authority to charge |licensees a bienni al
license fee. Such fee shall be based on the amount of cannabis to be
cultivated, processed, distributed and/or dispensed by the |licensee or
the gross annual receipts of the licensee for the previous |license peri-
od, and any other factors deenmed reasonable and appropriate by the
boar d.

3. The board shall waive or reduce fees for social and econonic equity
appli cants.

8 64. Selection criteria. 1. The board shall develop regul ations for
det erm ni ng whet her or not an applicant should be granted the privilege
of an initial adult-use cannabis |license, based on, but not limted to,
the following criteria:

(a) the applicant is a social and econom c equity applicant;

(b) the applicant will be able to maintain effective control against
the illegal diversion of cannabis;

(c) the applicant wll be able to comply with all applicable state
| aws and regul ati ons;

(d) the applicant and its officers are ready, wlling, and able to

properly carry on the activities for which a license is sought including
with assistance from the social and economc equity and incubator
program if applicable;
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(e) the applicant possesses or has the right to use sufficient |and,
buil di ngs, and equi prment to properly carry on the activity described in
the application or has a plan to do so if qualifying as a social and
econom ¢ equity applicant;

(f) the applicant qualifies as a social and econonmic equity applicant
or sets out a plan for benefiting communities and people dispropor-
tionally inpacted by enforcement of cannabis |aws;

(g) it is in the public interest that such |icense be granted, taking
into consideration, but not limted to, the following criteria:

(i) that it is a privilege, and not a right, to cultivate, process,
di stribute, and sell adult-use cannabis;

(ii) the nunber, classes, and character of other licenses in proximty
to the location and in the particular nunicipality or subdivision there-
of ;

(iii) evidence that all necessary licenses and permts have been or
will be obtained fromthe state and all other rel evant governi ng bodi es;

(iv) effect of the grant of the license on pedestrian or vehicular
traffic, and parking, in proximty to the |ocation;

(v) the existing noise level at the location and any increase in noise
| evel that woul d be generated by the proposed preni ses;

(vi) the ability to mtigate adverse environnmental inpacts, including
but not limted to water usage, energy usage and carbon em ssions;

(vii) the effect on the production and availability of cannabis and
cannabi s products; and

(viii) any other factors specified by law or regulation that are rele-
vant to deternmine that granting a |icense would pronote public conven-
i ence and advantage and the public interest of the commnity;

(h) the applicant and its managi ng officers are of good noral charac-
ter and do not have an ownership or controlling interest in nore
licenses or permts than allowed by this chapter

(i) the applicant has entered into a |abor peace agreement wth a
bona-fide | abor organization that is actively engaged in representing or
attenpting to represent the applicant's enpl oyees, and the mai ntenance
of such a | abor peace agreenent shall be an ongoing material condition
of licensure. In evaluating applications fromentities with twenty-five
or nore enpl oyees, the office shall give priority to applicants that are
a party to a collective bargaining agreement wth a bona-fide |abor
organization in New York or in another state, and uses union |abor to
construct its licensed facility;

(j) the applicant will contribute to conmmunities and peopl e di spropor-
tionately harmed by enforcenent of cannabis laws and report these
contributions to the board;

(k) if the application is for an adult-use cultivator or processor
license, the environnental and energy inpact of the facility to be
|'i censed;

(1) the applicant satisfies any other conditions as deternined by the
board; and

(m if the applicant is a registered organi zation, the organization's
mai nt enance of effort in manufacturing and/or di spensing and/or research
of nmedical cannabis for certified patients and caregi vers.

2. If the board is not satisfied that the applicant should be issued a
license, the executive director shall notify the applicant in witing of
the specific reason or reasons recomended by the board for denial.

3. The state cannabis advisory board shall have the authority to
reconmend to the board the nunber of licenses issued pursuant to this
article to ensure a conpetitive market where no licensee is domnant in
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the statew de marketplace or in any individual category of licensing, to
actively pronote and potentially Iicense social and economc equity
applicants, and carry out the goals of this chapter.

8§ 65. Limtations of licensure; duration. 1. No |icense of any kind
may be issued to a person under the age of twenty-one years, nor shal
any |icensee enpl oy anyone under the age of twenty-one years.

2. No licensee shall sell, deliver, or give away or cause or permt or
procure to be sold, delivered or given away any cannabi s or cannabis
product to any person, actually or apparently, under the age of twenty-
one years unless the person under twenty-one is also a certified patient

and the licensee is appropriately licensed under article three of this
chapt er.

3. The board, on the recommendation of the office shall have the
authority to limt, by canopy, plant count, square footage or other

means, the anount of cannabis allowed to be grown, processed, distrib-
uted or sold by a licensee.

4. Al licenses wunder this article shall expire two years after the
date of issue.
8 66. License renewal. 1. Each license, issued pursuant to this arti-

cle, may be renewed upon application therefore by the licensee and the
paynent of the fee for such license as prescribed by this article. In
the case of applications for renewals, the board may dispense wth the
requi rements of such statements as it deens unnecessary in view of those
contained in the application made for the original |icense, but in any
event the subnission of photographs of the |icensed premises shall be
dispensed with, provided the applicant for such renewal shall file a
statenent with the board to the effect that there has been no alteration
of such prem ses since the original |icense was issued. The board nay
make such rules as it deens necessary, not inconsistent with this chap-
ter, regarding applications for renewals of |icenses and pernmits and the
time for making the same.

2. Each applicant nust submt to the board docunentation of the
racial, ethnic, and gender diversity of the applicant's enpl oyees and
owners prior to a license being renewed. In addition, the board shal
consult with the state cannabis advisory board and the chief equity
officer to create a social responsibility framework agreenent and nake
the adherence to such agreenent a conditional requirenent of |icense

renewal . The board shall pronote applicants that foster racial, ethnic,
and gender diversity in their workpl ace.
3. The board shall provide an application for renewal of a |license

i ssued under this article not Iess than ninety days prior to the expira-
tion of the current license.

4. The board may only issue a renewal |icense upon receipt of the
prescri bed renewal application and renewal fee froma licensee if, in
addition to the criteria in this section, the licensee's |license is not
under suspension and has not been revoked.

5. Each applicant nust maintain a | abor peace agreenent with a bona-
fide labor organization that is actively engaged in representing or
attenpting to represent the applicant's enpl oyees and the mai nt enance of
such a | abor peace agreenent shall be an ongoing material condition of
I'icensure.

6. Each applicant nust provide evidence of the execution of their plan
for benefitting communities and people disproportionally inpacted by
cannabis | aw enforcenent required for initial licensing pursuant to
section sixty-four of this article.
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§ 67. Anendnents; changes in ownership and organizational structure
1. Licenses issued pursuant to this article shall specify:

(a) the nanme and address of the |icensee;

(b) the activities permitted by the license;

(c) the land, buildings and facilities that nay be used for the
licensed activities of the |icensee;

(d) a unique license nunber issued by the board to the |licensee; and

(e) such other information as the board shall deem necessary to assure
conmpliance with this chapter

2. Upon application of a licensee to the board, a license nmay be
amended to allow the licensee to relocate within the state, to add or
delete licensed activities or facilities, or to amend the ownership or
organi zational structure of the entity that is the |licensee. The board
shall establish a fee for such anendnents.

3. Alicense shall beconme void by a change in ownership, substantial
corporate change or location wthout prior witten approval of the
board. The board may pronul gate regul ations allowing for certain types
of changes in ownership without the need for prior witten approval.

4. For purposes of this section, "substantial corporate change" shal
nean:

(a) for a corporation, a change of eighty percent or nore of the offi-
cers and/or directors, or a transfer of eighty percent or nore of stock
of such corporation, or an existing stockhol der obtaining eighty percent
or nmore of the stock of such corporation; or

(b) for a limted liability conpany, a change of eighty percent or
nmore of the managi ng menbers of the conpany, or a transfer of eighty
percent or nore of ownership interest in said conpany, or an existing
menber obtaining a cumul ative of eighty percent or nore of the ownership
interest in said conmpany; or

(c) for a partnership, a change of eighty percent or nore of the
managi ng partners of the conpany, or a transfer of eighty percent or
nore of ownership interest in said company, or an existing nenber
obtaining a cunul ati ve of eighty percent or nore of the ownership inter-
est in said conpany.

8 68. Adult-use cultivator ||icense. 1. An adult-use cultivator's
license shall authorize the acquisition, possession, distribution
cultivation and sale of cannabis from the |icensed prem ses of the
adult-use cultivator by such licensee to duly |I|icensed processors in
this state. The board may establish regulations allowing |icensed
adul t-use cultivators to performcertain types of mninmal processing
wi t hout the need for an adult-use processor license.

2. For purposes of this section, cultivation shall include, but not be
limted to, the agricultural production practices of planting, grow ng,
cloni ng, harvesting, drying, curing, grading and trinmng of cannabis.

3. A person holding an adult-use cultivator's license may apply for,
and obtain, one processor's |license.

4. A person holding an adult-use cultivator's |icense may not al so
hold a retail dispensary |license pursuant to this article and no adult-

use cannabis cultivator shall have a direct or indirect interest,
i ncludi ng by stock ownership, interlocking directors, nortgage or |ien,
personal or real property, or any other neans, in any prenises |icensed
as an adult-use cannabis retail dispensary or in any business |icensed

as an adult-use cannabis retail dispensary or in any registered organ-
i zation registered pursuant to article three of this chapter.

5. A person holding an adult-use cultivator's license may not hold a
license to distribute cannabis under this article.
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6. No person may have a direct or indirect financial or controlling
interest in nore than one adult-use cultivator license issued pursuant
to this chapter.

8§ 68-a. Regi stered organization adult-use cultivator processor
distributor retail dispensary license. A registered organization culti-
vator processor distributor retail dispensary |license shall have the
same aut horization and conditions as adult-use «cultivator, adult-use
processor, adul t -use distributor and adult-use retail dispensary

licenses issued pursuant to this article provided, however that the
sales of adult-use cannabis and cannabis products cultivated, processed
or distributed by such organizations shall be Iinited to the organiza-
tion's adult-use retail dispensaries and the |location of such adult-use
di spensaries shall be Iimted to the organization's nmedical dispensar-
ies' premses and facilities authorized pursuant to article three of
this chapter. Provided further that such registered organi zation shal
maintain its nmedical cannabis license and continue offering nmedica
cannabis to a degree established by regulation of the board.

8 68-b. Registered organi zation adult-use cultivator license. A regis-
tered organi zation cultivator license shall have the same authorization
and conditions as an adult-use cultivator |icense, provided, however,
that sal es of adult-use cannabis and cannabi s products by such organi za-
tions shall be linmted to |icensed adult-use processors and such |icense
does not qualify such organi zation for any other adult-use |icense.

§ 69. Adult-use processor |icense. 1. A processor's Ilicense shal
authorize the acquisition, possession, processing and sale of cannabis
fromthe licensed prem ses of the adult-use cultivator by such |icensee
to duly licensed distributors.

2. For purposes of this section, processing shall include, but not be
limted to, blending, extracting, infusing, packaging, |abeling, brand-
ing and otherwise mmking or preparing cannabis products. Processing
shall not include the cultivation of cannabis.

3. No processor shall be engaged in any other business on the premni ses
to be licensed; except that nothing contained in this chapter shal
prevent a cannabis cultivator and cannabi s processor, from operating on
the same prem ses and from a person hol ding both |icenses.

4. No cannabi s processor |licensee may hold nore than three cannabis
processor |icenses.

5. A person holding an adult-use processor's |license may not hold a
license to distribute cannabis under this article.

6. No adul t-use cannabi s processor shall have a direct or indirect
i nterest, including by stock ownership, interlocking directors, nortgage
or lien, personal or real property, or any other neans, in any prenises
licensed as an adult-use cannabis retail dispensary or in any business
licensed as an adult-use cannabis retail dispensary or in any registered
organi zation regi stered pursuant to article three of this chapter.

§ 70. Small business adult-use cooperative license. 1. A cooperative
license shall authorize the acquisition, possession, cultivation, proc-
essing and sale fromthe licensed prem ses of the adult-use cooperative
by such licensee to duly licensed distributors, on-site consunption
sites, and/or retail dispensaries; but not directly to cannabis consum
ers.

2. To be licensed as a small business adult-use cooperative, the coop-
erative nust:

(i) be conprised of residents of the state of New York as a linmted
liability conmpany or limted liability partnership under the |aws of the
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state, or an appropriate business structure as determ ned and authorized
by the board;

(ii) subordinate capital, both as regards control over the cooperative
undertaking, and as regards the ownership of the pecuniary benefits
arising therefrom

(iii) be denocratically controlled by the menbers thenselves on the
basis of one vote per nenber;

(iv) wvest in and allocate with priority to and anong the nenbers of
all increases arising fromtheir cooperative endeavor in proportion to
the nmenmbers' active participation in the cooperative endeavor; and

(v) the cooperative nust operate according to the seven cooperative
principles published by the International Cooperative Aliance in nine-
teen hundred ninety-five.

3. A cooperative nenber shall be a natural person and shall not be a
menber of nore than one small business adult-use cooperative |icensed
pursuant to this section.

4. No natural person or nenber of a small business adult-use cooper-
ative license may have a direct or indirect financial or controlling
interest in any other adult-use cannabis |icense issued pursuant to this
chapter.

5. No snmall business adult-use cannabis cooperative shall have a
direct or indirect interest, including by stock ownership, interlocking
directors, nortgage or lien, personal or real property, or any other
means, in any prem ses |licensed as an adult-use cannabis retail dispen-
sary or in any business licensed as an adult-use cannabis retail dispen-
sary pursuant to this chapter

6. The board shall pronmulgate regulations governing cooperative
licenses, including, but not limted to, the establishnment of canopy
limts on the size and scope of cooperative |icensees, and other neas-
ures designed to incentivize the use and |icensure of cooperatives.

§ 71. Adult-use distributor license. 1. A distributor's license shal
aut hori ze the acquisition, possession, distribution and sale of cannabis
fromthe licensed prem ses of a licensed adult-use cultivator, process-
or, snmall business adult-use cooperative or nicrobusiness authorized
pursuant to this chapter to sell adult-use cannabis, to duly licensed
retail dispensaries.

2. No distributor shall have a direct or indirect economic interest in
any adult-use retail dispensary or in any adult-use cultivator or
processor licensed pursuant to this article, or in any registered organ-
ization registered pursuant to article three of this chapter. This
restriction shall not prohibit a registered organization authorized
pursuant to subdivision one of section thirty-nine of this chapter, from
being granted licensure by the board to distribute adult-use cannabis
products cultivated and processed by the registered organization to
licensed adult-use retail dispensaries owed and operated by such regis-
tered organi zati on.

3. Nothing in subdivision two of this section shall prevent a distrib-
utor fromcharging an appropriate fee, authorized by the board, for the

distribution of cannabis, including based on the volume of cannabis
di stri but ed.

8§ 72. Adult-use retail dispensary license. 1. A retail dispensary
license shall authorize the acquisition, possession, sale and delivery

of cannabis fromthe licensed prem ses of the retail dispensary by such
| i censee to cannabi s consuners.
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2. No person may have a direct or indirect financial or controlling
interest in nore than three adult-use retail dispensary licenses issued
pursuant to this chapter

3. No person holding a retail dispensary |icense may al so hold an
adul t-use cultivation, processor, nicrobusiness, cooperative or distrib-
utor license pursuant to this article or be registered as a registered
organi zation pursuant to article three of this chapter, except for such
organi zations licensed pursuant to sections sixty-eight-a and sixty-
eight-b of this article.

4. No retail license shall be granted for any prem ses, unless the
applicant shall be the owner thereof, or shall be able to denonstrate
possessi on of the premises within thirty days of initial approval of the
license through a | ease, nanagenent agreenent or other agreenment giving
the applicant control over the premises, in witing, for a termnot |ess
than the license period.

5. Wth the exception of mcrobusiness |icensees, no prenises shall be
licensed to sell cannabis products, unless said premses shall be
located in a store, the principal entrance to which shall be fromthe
street level and |located on a public thoroughfare in prem ses which nay
be occupi ed, operated or conducted for business, trade or industry.

6. No cannabis retail license shall be granted for any prem ses within
five hundred feet of a school grounds as such termis defined in the
education | aw.

§ 73. Mcrobusiness license. 1. A microbusiness |icense shall author-
ize the limted cultivation, processing, distribution and dispensing of
their own adult-use cannabis and cannabi s products.

2. A microbusiness licensee may not hold interest in any other license
and may only distribute its own cannabis and cannabis products to
di spensari es.

3. The size and scope of a mcrobusiness shall be determ ned by regu-
| ation by the board in consultation with the executive director and the
state cannabis advisory board. Such licenses shall pronote social and
econom ¢ equity applicants as provided for in this chapter.

8 74. Delivery license. A delivery license shall authorize the deliv-
ery of cannabis and cannabis products by |icensees independent of anoth-
er adult-use cannabis |license, provided that each delivery |icensee nay
have a total of no nore than twenty-five individuals, or the equivalent
thereof, providing full-tinme paid delivery services, per week under one
| icense. For the purposes of this section the state cannabis advisory
board shall provide recomendations to the board for the application
process, license criteria, and scope of |licensed activities for this
class of license. No person may have a direct or indirect financial or
controlling interest in nore than one delivery |icense. Such |icenses
shall pronote social and economic equity applicants as provided for in
this chapter.

8 75. Nursery license. 1. A nursery Ilicense shall authorize the
production, sale and distribution of clones, immture plants, seeds, and
other agricultural products used specifically for the planting, propa-
gation, and cultivation of cannabis. For the purposes of this section,
the office shall provide reconmendations to the board for the applica-
tion process, license criteria and scope of licensed activities for this
class of license. Such licenses shall pronote social and econonic equity
applicants as provided for in this chapter.

2. A person or entity holding a cultivators |icense may apply for, and
obtain, one nursery license to sell directly to other cultivators, coop-
eratives, or mcrobusinesses.
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8§ 76. Notification to municipalities of adult-use retail dispensary or
on-site consunption license. 1. Not less than thirty days nor nore than
two hundred seventy days before filing an application for licensure as

an adult-use retail dispensary or registered organization adult-use
cul tivator processor distributor retail dispensary or an on-site
consunption |licensee, an applicant shall notify the nunicipality in

whi ch the prenmises is |ocated of such applicant's intent to file such an
appl i cati on.

2. Such notification shall be nade to the clerk of the village, town
or city, as the case may be, wherein the prenises is |located. For
pur poses of this section:

(a) notification need only be given to the clerk of a village when the
prenmises is located within the boundaries of the village; and

(b) inthe city of New York, the comunity board established pursuant
to section twenty-eight hundred of the New York city charter with juris-
diction over the area in which the premises is located shall be consid-
ered the appropriate public body to which notification shall be given.

3. Such notification shall be made in such formas shall be prescribed
by the rules of the board.

4. Wien a city, town, or village, and in New York city a comunity
board, expresses an opinion for or against the granting of such regis-
tration, license or permt application, any such opinion shall be deened
part of the record upon which the office nakes its recomrendation to the
board to grant or deny the application and the board shall respond in
witing to such city, town, village or community board with an expl ana-
tion of how such opinion was considered in the granting or denial of an
appl i cati on.

5. Such notification shall be made by: (a) certified mil, return
recei pt requested; (b) overnight delivery service with proof of mailing;
or (c) personal service upon the offices of the clerk or community
boar d.

6. The board shall require such notification to be on a standardized
form that can be obtained on the internet or fromthe board and such
notification to include

(a) the trade nane or "doing business as" nane, if any, of the estab-
l'i shnent ;

(b) the full name of the applicant;

(c) the street address of the establishnment, including the floor
| ocati on or room nunber, if applicable;

(d) the mailing address of the establishment, if different than the
street address;

(e) the name, address and tel ephone nunber of the attorney or repre-
sentative of the applicant, if any;

(f) a statenent indicating whether the application is for:

(i) a new establishment;

(ii) a transfer of an existing |licensed business;

(iii) a renewal of an existing |license; or

(iv) an alteration of an existing |icensed prem ses;

(g) if the establishment is a transfer or previously licensed prem
ises, the nane of the old establishnent and such establishnment's regis-
tration or |icense nunber;

(h) in the case of a renewal or alteration application, the registra-
tion or license nunber of the applicant; and

(i) the type of license.

§ 77. Adult-use on-site consunption |icense; provisions governing
on-site consunption |icenses. 1. No applicant shall be granted an
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adult-use on-site consunption license for any prenises, unless the
applicant shall be the owner thereof, or shall be in possession of said
prem ses under a lease, in witing, for a termnot less than the |icense
period except, however, that such |icense may thereafter be renewed
without the requirement of a | ease as provided in this section. This
subdi vi sion shall not apply to prenises | eased from governnment agenci es;
provi ded, however, that the appropriate adninistrator of such governnent
agency provides sone formof witten docunentation regarding the terms
of occupancy under which the applicant is leasing said prem ses fromthe
governnent agency for presentation to the office at the time of the
Iicense application. Such docunentation shall include the ternms of occu-
pancy between the applicant and the governnment agency, including, but
not limted to, any short-termleasing agreenents or witten occupancy
agreements.

2. No person may have a direct or indirect financial or controlling
interest in nore than three adult-use on-site consunption |icenses
i ssued pursuant to this chapter.

3. No person holding an adult-use on-site consunption license nay al so
hold an adult-use retail dispensary, cultivation, processor, m crobusi-
ness, cooperative or distributor license pursuant to this article or be
registered as a registered organization pursuant to article three of
this chapter.

4. No applicant shall be granted an adult-use on-site consunption
license for any premises within five hundred feet of school grounds as
such termis defined in the education | aw

5. The board nmay consider any or all of the following in determning
whet her public conveni ence and advantage and the public interest will be
pronmoted by the granting of an adult-use on-site consunption |icense at
a particular |ocation:

(a) that it is a privilege, and not a right, to cultivate, process,
distribute, and sell cannabis;

(b) the nunber, classes, and character of other licenses in proximty
to the location and in the particular nunicipality or subdivision there-
of ;

(c) evidence that all necessary licenses and pernts have been
obtained fromthe state and all other governi ng bodi es;

(d) whether there is a denpnstrated need for spaces to consune canna-
bis;

(e) effect of the grant of the I|icense on pedestrian or vehicular
traffic, and parking, in proximty to the |ocation;

(f) the existing noise level at the location and any increase in noise
| evel that woul d be generated by the proposed premn ses; and

(g) any other factors specified by Iaw or regul ation that are rel evant
to determine that granting a license would pronote public convenience
and advantage and the public interest of the comunity.

6. If the board shall disapprove an application for an on-site
consunption license, it shall state and file in its offices the reasons
therefor and shall notify the applicant thereof. Such applicant may
thereupon apply to the board for a review of such action in a nmanner to
be prescribed by the rules of the board.

7. No adult-use cannabis on-site consunption |licensee shall keep upon
the licensed premses any adult-use cannabis products except those
purchased froma licensed distributor, adult-use cooperative, or mcro-
busi ness authorized to sell adult-use cannabis, and only in containers
approved by the board. Such containers shall have affixed thereto such
|labels as may be required by the rules of the board. No adult-use
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on-site consunption |icensee shall reuse, refill, tanper with, adulter-
ate, dilute or fortify the contents of any container of cannabis
products as received fromthe nanufacturer or distributor.

8. No adult-use on-site consunption |icensee shall sell, deliver or
gi ve away, or cause or pernmit or procure to be sold, delivered or given
away any cannabis for consunption on the prem ses where sold in a
contai ner or package containing a quantity or nunber of servings nore
than authorized by the board.

9. No adult-use on-site consunption |licensee shall suffer, permt or
pronote activities or events on its prem ses wherein any person shal
use such premises for activities including, but not linmted to, ganbl-
i ng, exposing or simulating, contests, or fireworks that are prohibited
by subdivision six, six-a, six-b six-c or seven of section one hundred
six of the alcoholic beverage control |law or any other simlar activ-
ities the board deens to be prohibited.

10. No premises licensed to sell adult-use cannabis for on-site
consunption under this chapter shall be permitted to have any opening or
means of entrance or passageway for persons or things between the
Iicensed prenises and any other room or place in the building containing
the |licensed premises, or any adjoining or abutting prenises, unless
ingress and egress is restricted by an enpl oyee, agent of the |I|icensee,
or other nmethod approved by the board of controlling access to the
facility.

11. Each adult-use on-site consunption |icensee shall keep and nmain-

tain upon the |Ilicensed prem ses, adequate records of all transactions
i nvol ving the business transacted by such |icensee which shall show the
anount of cannabis products, in an applicable nmetric measurenent,
purchased by such |icensee together with the nanmes, |icense nunbers and

pl aces of business of the persons fromwhomthe sane were purchased, the
anmount involved in such purchases, as well as the sales of cannabis

products made by such |I|icensee. The board is hereby authorized to
pronul gate rules and regulations permtting an on-site |icensee operat-
ing two or nore premi ses separately licensed to sell cannabis products

for on-site consunption to inaugurate or retain in this state methods or
practices of centralized accounting, bookkeeping, control records,
reporting, billing, invoicing or payment respecting purchases, sales or
deliveries of cannabis products, or nethods and practices of centralized
recei pt or storage of cannabis products within this state w thout segre-
gation or earmarking for any such separately |icensed prem ses, wherever
such nethods and practices assure the availability, at such licensee's
central or main office in this state, of data reasonably needed for the

enforcement of this chapter. Such records shall be available for
i nspection by any authorized representative of the board.
12. Al licensed adult-use on-site consunption premses shall be

subject to inspection by any peace officer, acting pursuant to his or
her special duties, or police officer and by the duly authorized repre-
sentatives of the board, during the hours when the said prem ses are
open for the transaction of business.

13. An adult-use on-site consunption |icensee shall not provide canna-
bis products to any person under the age of twenty-one. No person under
the age of twenty-one shall be pernmitted on the premses of a cannabis
on-site consunption facility.

14. The provisions of article thirteen-E of the public health | aw
restricting the smoking or vaping of cannabis shall not apply to adult-
use on-site consunption prem ses.
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§ 78. Record keeping and tracking. 1. The board shall, by regul ation
require each licensee pursuant to this article to adopt and nmaintain
security, tracking, record keeping, record retention and surveillance
systems, relating to all cannabis at every stage of acqui ring,
possessi on, manufacture, sale, delivery, transporting, testing or
distributing by the |icensee, subject to regulations of the board.

2. Every licensee shall keep and maintain upon the licensed prenises
adequate books and records of all transactions involving the |icensee
and sale of its products, which shall include, but is not Ilinmted to,
all information required by any rules pronul gated by the board.

3. Each sale shall be recorded separately on a nunbered invoice, which
shall have printed thereon the nunber, the nane of the |icensee, the
address of the licensed prenmises, and the current |license nunber.
Li censed producers shall deliver to the licensed distributor a true
duplicate invoice stating the name and address of the purchaser, the
quantity purchased, description and the price of the product, and a
true, accurate and conplete statenent of the terns and conditions on
whi ch such sale is made

4. Such books, records and invoices shall be kept for a period of five
years and shall be available for inspection by any authorized represen-
tative of the board

5. Each adult-use and registered organization adult-use cannabis
retail dispensary, mcrobusiness, and on-site consunption |icensee shal
keep and nmaintain wupon the |licensed prem ses, adequate records of al

transactions involving the business transacted by such |I|icensee which
shal |l show the amount of cannabis, in weight, purchased by such |icensee
together with the names, |icense nunbers and pl aces of business of the

persons fromwhomthe sanme were purchased, the anobunt involved in such
purchases, as well as the sales of cannabis made by such |icensee.

8§ 79. Inspections and ongoing requirenents. Al |icensed or permtted
preni ses, regardless of the type of prenises, shall be subject to
i nspection by the office, by the duly authorized representatives of the
board, by any peace officer acting pursuant to his or her special
duties, or by a police officer, during the hours when the said prenises
are open for the transaction of business. The board shall nmake reason-
abl e accommpdations so that ordinary business is not interrupted and
safety and security procedures are not conproni sed by the inspection. A
person who holds a license or pernmit nust nmake hinself or herself, or an
agent thereof, available and present for any inspection required by the
board. Such inspection may include, but is not limted to, ensuring
compliance by the licensee or pernmittee with all other applicable state
and | ocal building codes, fire, health, safety, and other applicable
regul ati ons.

8§ 80. Adult-use cultivators, processors or distributors not to be
interested in retail dispensaries. 1. It shall be unlawful for a culti-
vator, processor, cooperative or distributor licensed under this article
to:

(a) be interested directly or indirectly in any premses where any
cannabi s product is sold at retail; or in any business devoted wholly or
partially to the sale of any cannabis product at retail by stock owner-
ship, interlocking directors, nortgage or lien or any personal or rea
property, or by any other neans;

(b) rmake, or cause to be made, any loan to any person engaged in the
manuf acture or sale of any cannabis product at whol esale or retail

(c) make any gift or render any service of any kind whatsoever,
directly or indirectly, to any person |licensed under this chapter which
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in the judgnent of the board may influence such |licensee to purchase the
product of such cultivator or processor or distributor; or

(d) enter into any contract wth any retail |icensee whereby such
|icensee agrees to confine his or her sales to cannabis products nanu-
factured or sold by one or nore such cultivator or processors or
di stributors. Any such contract shall be void and subject the |licenses
of all parties concerned to revocation for cause.

2. The provisions of this section shall not prohibit a registered
organi zati on authorized pursuant to section thirty-nine, sixty-eight-a
or sixty-eight-b of this chapter, fromcultivating, processing, or sell-
ing adult-use cannabis wunder this article, at facilities wholly owned
and operated by such regi stered organi zati on, subject to any conditions,
limtations or restrictions established by this chapter.

3. The board shall develop rules and regulations, in regard to this
section and, in consultation with the state cannabis advisory board.

§ 81. Packaging and |abeling of adult-use cannabis products. 1. The
board is hereby authorized to promul gate rules and regul ati ons governi ng
the advertising, branding, marketing, packaging and | abeling of cannabis
products, sold or possessed for sale in New York state, including rules
pertaining to the accuracy of information and rules restricting market-
ing and advertising to youth.

2. Such regulations shall include, but not be limted to, requiring
t hat :

(a) packaging neets requirenents simlar to the federal "poison
preventi on packagi ng act of 1970," 15 U. S.C. Sec 1471 et seq.;

(b) all cannabis-infused products shall have a separate packaging for
each serving;

(c) prior to delivery or sale at a retailer, cannabis and cannabis
products shall be | abeled and placed in a resealable, child-resistant
package; and

(d) packages and | abels shall not be nade to be attractive to mnors.

3. Such regulations shall include requiring |abels warning consumers
of any potential inpact on human health resulting from the consunption
of cannabis products that shall be affixed to those products when sold,
if such labels are deenmed warranted by the board.

4. Such rules and regul ati ons shall establish nmethods and procedures
for determining serving sizes for cannabis-infused products and active
cannabi s concentration per serving size. Such regulations shall also
require a nutritional fact panel that incorporates data regardi ng serv-
ing sizes and potency thereof.

5. The packagi ng, sale, marketing, branding, advertising, |abeling or
possession by any licensee of any cannabis product not |abeled or
offered in conformity with rules and regul ati ons pronulgated in accord-
ance with this section shall be grounds for the inposition of a fine,
and/or the suspension, revocation or cancellation of a license in
accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

§ 82. Laboratory testing. 1. Every processor of adult-use cannabis
shall contract with an independent |aboratory permtted pursuant to
section one hundred twenty-nine of this chapter, to test the cannabis
products it produces pursuant to rules and regul ations prescribed by the
office. The board may assign an approved testing | aboratory, which the
processor of adult-use cannabis nust use.

2. Adult-use cannabis processors shall neke |aboratory test reports
available to licensed distributors and retail dispensaries for al
cannabi s products manufactured by the processor.
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3. Licensed retail dispensaries shall maintain accurate docunentation
of laboratory test reports for each cannabis product offered for sale to
cannabi s consumers. Such docunentation shall be nade publicly available
by the licensed retail dispensary.

4. Onsite laboratory testing by licensees is permssible; however,
such testing shall not be certified by the board and does not exenpt the
licensee fromthe requirenments of quality assurance testing at a testing
| aboratory pursuant to this section.

5. An owner of a cannabis laboratory testing permt shall not hold a
license in any other category within this article and shall not own or
have ownership interest in a registered organi zati on regi stered pursuant
to article three of this chapter

6. The board shall have the authority to require any |icensee under
this article to submt cannabis or cannabis products to one or nore
i ndependent | aboratories for testing.

§ 83. Provisions governing the cultivation and processing of adult-use
cannabis. 1. No cultivator or processor of adult-use cannabis shal
sell, or agree to sell or deliver in the state any cannabi s products, as
the case may be, except in originally seal ed containers containing guan-
tities in accordance wth size standards pursuant to rul es adopted by
the board. Such containers shall have affixed thereto such | abels as may
be required by the rules of the board.

2. No cultivator or processor of adult-use cannabis shall furnish or
cause to be furnished to any licensee, any exterior or interior sign,
printed, painted, electric or otherw se, except as authorized by the
board. The board nay make such rules as it deens necessary to carry out
the purpose and intent of this subdivision.

3. Cultivators of adult-use cannabis shall conply wth plant culti-
vation regul ations, standards, and guidelines consistent wth the
provi sions applicable to henp, cannabinoid henp, and henp extract and
issued by the board, in consultation with the departnment of environ-
mental conservation and the departnent of agriculture and markets. Such
regul ati ons, standards, and guidelines shall be guided by sustainable
farming principles and practices such as organic, regenerative, and
i ntegrated pest nmanagenment nodels, and shall restrict whenever possible,
the use of pesticides to those that are registered by the departnent of
environmental conservation or that specifically nmeet the United States
environnental protection agency registration exenption criteria for
mnimum risk, used in conpliance with rules, regulations, standards and
gui del i nes issued by the departnent of environnmental conservation for
pesti ci des.

4. No cultivator or processor of adult-use cannabis, including an
adul t -use cannabi s cooperative or nicrobusiness, may offer any incen-
tive, paynent or other benefit to a |licensed cannabis distributor or
retail dispensary in return for carrying the cultivator, processor,
cooperative or mcrobusiness products, or preferential shelf placenent.

5. Al cannabis products shall be processed in accordance with good
manuf acturi ng processes, pursuant to Part 111 of Title 21 of the Code of
Federal Regul ations, as may be nodified by the board in regul ation.

6. No processor of adult-use cannabis shall produce any product which,
in the discretion of the board, is designed to appeal to anyone under
the age of twenty-one years.

7. The use or integration of alcohol or nicotine in cannabis products
is strictly prohibited.

8 84. Provisions governing the distribution of adult-use cannabis. 1
No distributor shall sell, or agree to sell or deliver any cannabis
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products, as the case may be, in any container, except in a seal ed pack-
age. Such containers shall have affixed thereto such |abels as may be
required by the rules of the board.

2. No distributor shall deliver any cannabis products, except in vehi-
cles owned and operated by such distributor, or hired and operated by
such distributor froma trucking or transportation conpany registered
with the board, and shall only nake deliveries at the |licensed prem ses
of the purchaser

3. Each distributor shall keep and maintain upon the licensed prem
i ses, adequate books and records of all transactions involving the busi-
ness transacted by such distributor, which shall show the anmount of
cannabi s products purchased by such distributor together with the nanes,
i cense nunbers and pl aces of business of the persons fromwhomthe sane
was purchased and the anount involved in such purchases, as well as the
anmount of cannabis products sold by such distributor together with the
nanes, addresses, and |license nunbers of such purchasers. Each sale

shall be recorded separately on a nunbered invoice, which shall have
printed thereon the nunmber, the nane of the |icensee, the address of the
licensed premises, and the current |icense nunber. Such distributor

shal |l deliver to the purchaser a true duplicate invoice stating the nane
and address of the purchaser, the quantity of cannabis products,
description by brands and the price of such cannabis products, and a
true, accurate and conplete statenent of the terns and conditions on
whi ch such sale is nade. Such books, records and invoices shall be kept
for a period of five years and shall be available for inspection by any
aut hori zed representative of the board.

4. No distributor shall furnish or cause to be furnished to any |icen-
see, any exterior or interior sign, printed, painted, electric or other-
wi se, unless authorized by the board.

5. No distributor shall provide any discount, rebate or custoner
loyalty programto any licensed retailer, except as otherw se allowed by
t he board.

6. The board is authorized to pronulgate regul ati ons establishing a
maxi mum margin for which a distributor may mark up a cannabis product
for sale to a retail dispensary. Any adult-use cannabis product sold by
a distributor for nore than the maxi mum markup allowed in regulation
shal | be unl awf ul

7. Each distributor shall keep and maintain upon the |icensed prem
i ses, adequat e books and records to denonstrate the distributor's actua
cost of doing business, using accounting standards and nethods regularly
enpl oyed in the determination of costs for the purpose of federal incone
tax reporting, for the total operation of the licensee. Such books,
records and invoices shall be kept for a period of five years and shal
be available for inspection by any authorized representative of the
office for wuse in determ ning the maxi mum rmarkup all owed in regul ation
pursuant to subdivision six of this section.

8 85. Provisions governing adult-use cannabis retail dispensaries. 1
No cannabis retail licensee shall sell, deliver, or give away or cause
or pernmit or procure to be sold, delivered or given away any cannabis to
any person, actually or apparently, under the age of twenty-one years
or, visibly intoxicated or inpaired.

2. Valid proof of age is required for each transaction. No |icensee,
or agent or enployee of such |licensee shall accept as witten evi dence
of age by any such person for the purchase of any cannabis or cannabis
product, any docunentation other than: (a) a valid driver's license or
non-driver identification card issued by the conmm ssioner of notor vehi-
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cles, the federal governnent, any United States territory, conmonwealth
or possession, the District of Colunbia, a state governnent within the
United States or a provincial government of the dominion of Canada, or
(b) a valid passport issued by the United States governnment or any other
country, or (c) an identification card issued by the arned forces of the
United States. Upon the presentation of such driver's |license or non-
driver identification card issued by a governnental entity, such 1|icen-
see or agent or enployee thereof may performa transaction scan as a
precondition to the sale of any cannabis or cannabis product. Nothing in
this section shall prohibit a licensee or agent or enployee from
perform ng such a transaction scan on any of the other docunents listed
in this subdivision if such docunents include a bar code or nagnetic
strip that nay be scanned by a device capabl e of deci phering any el ec-
tronically readable format. In instances where the infornmation deci-
phered by the transaction scan fails to match the information printed on
the driver's license or non-driver identification card presented by the
card holder, or if the transaction scan indicates that the information
is false or fraudulent, the attenpted purchase of the cannabis or canna-
bi s product shall be deni ed.

3. No cannabis retail licensee shall sell alcoholic beverages, nor
have or possess a |license or pernit to sell alcoholic beverages, on the
sanme prem ses where cannabis products are sold

4. No sign of any kind printed, painted or electric, advertising any
brand shall be permitted on the exterior or interior of such prem ses,
except by pernission of the board.

5. No cannabis retail licensee shall sell or deliver any cannabis
products to any person with know edge of, or with reasonable cause to
believe, that the person to whom such cannabis products are bei ng sol d,
has acquired the sane for the purpose of selling or giving themaway in
violation of the provisions of this chapter or in violation of the rules
and regul ati ons of the board.

6. Al premses licensed under this section shall be subject to
i nspecti on by any peace officer described in subdivision four of section
2.10 of the crimnal procedure |law acting pursuant to his or her special
duties, or police officer or any duly authorized representative of the
board, during the hours when the said prem ses are open for the trans-
action of business.

7. No cannabis retail licensee shall be interested, directly or indi-
rectly, in any cultivator, processor, distributor or m crobusiness oper-
ator licensed pursuant to this article, by stock ownership, interlocking
directors, nortgage or lien on any personal or real property or by any
ot her neans. Any lien, nortgage or other interest or estate, however,
now held by such retailer on or in the personal or real property of such

manuf acturer or distributor, which nortgage, lien, interest or estate
was acquired on or before Decenmber thirty-first, two thousand eighteen
shall not be included within the provisions of this subdivision

provi ded, however, the burden of establishing the tinme of the accrual of
the interest conprehended by this subdivision, shall be upon the person
who clains to be entitled to the protection and exenption afforded here-
by.

8. No cannabis retail l|icensee shall nmake or cause to be made any | oan
to any person engaged in the cultivation, processing or distribution of
cannabi s pursuant to this article.

9. Each cannabis retail licensee shall designate the price of each
item of cannabis by attaching to or otherw se displaying i nmediately
adj acent to each such itemdisplayed in the interior of the |icensed
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prem ses where sales are nade a price tag, sign or placard setting forth
the price at which each such itemis offered for sale therein.

10. No person licensed to sell cannabis products at retail, shal
all ow or permt any ganbling, or offer any ganbling on the |icensed
premi ses, or allow or permt illicit drug activity on the licensed prem
i ses.

11. If an enployee of an adult-use cannabis retail |icensee suspects
that a cannabis consuner may be abusing cannabis, such an enpl oyee shal
encour age such cannabis consuner to seek help from a substance use
di sorder program or harm reduction services. The board shall devel op
standard operating procedures and witten materials to be distributed to
cannabis retail licensees in consultation with the office of addiction
services and supports, for adult-use cannabis retail |icensee enployees
to utilize when interacting and/or consulting consuners for purposes of
this subdivision

12. The board is authorized, to pronulgate regulations governing
i censed adult-use dispensing facilities, including but not limted to,
the hours of operation, size and location of the licensed facility,
pot ency and types of products offered and establishing a mnimm and
maxi mum margin for retail dispensary markups of cannabis product or
products before selling to a cannabis consuner. Any adult-use cannabis
product sold by a retail dispensary for |ess than the m ni mum markup
allowed in regulation, shall be unl awf ul

§ 86. Adult-use cannabis advertising. 1. The board shall pronulgate
rules and regulations governing the advertising and nmarketing of
I i censed cannabi s and any cannabi s products or services.

2. The board shall pronulgate explicit rules prohibiting advertising
t hat:

(a) is false, deceptive, or nisleading;

(b) pronotes overconsunption;

(c) depicts consunption by children or other mnors;

(d) is designed in any way to appeal to children or other m nors;

(e) is within five hundred feet of the perineter of a school grounds,
pl ayground, child day care providers, public park, or library;

(f) isin public transit vehicles and stations;

(g) isinthe formof an unsolicited internet pop-up

(h) is on publicly owned or operated property; or

(i) makes nedical clainms or pronotes adult-use cannabis for a nedical
or wel |l ness purpose.

3. The board shall pronulgate explicit rules prohibiting all marketing
strategies and inplenentation including, but not limted to, branding,
packagi ng, |abeling, |ocation of cannabis retailers, and advertisenents
that are designed to:

(a) appeal to persons less then twenty-one years of age; or

(b) disseninate false or msleading information to custoners.

4. The board shall pronulgate explicit rules requiring that:

(a) all advertisements and marketing accurately and legibly identify
the licensee or other business responsible for its content; and

(b) any broadcast, cable, radio, print and digital conmunications
advertisements only be placed where the audi ence is reasonably expected
to be twenty-one years of age or older, as determined by reliable,
up-to-date audi ence conposition data.

8§ 87. Social and economic equity, mnority and wormen- owned busi nesses,
di sadvantaged farners and service-di sabl ed veterans; incubator program
1. The board, in consultation with the state cannabi s advi sory board and
the chief equity officer, and after receiving public input shall create
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and inplenent a social and econonic equity plan and actively pronote
applicants from comunities disproportionately inpacted by cannabis
prohi bition, and pronote racial, ethnic, and gender diversity when issu-
ing licenses for adult-use cannabis related activities, including
nmentoring potential applicants, by prioritizing consideration of appli-
cations by applicants who are from communities disproportionately
i npacted by the enforcenent of cannabis prohibition or who qualify as a
mnority or wonen-owned business, disadvantaged farners, or service

di sabl ed veterans. Such qualifications shall be deternmined by the
board, in consultation wth the state cannabis advisory board and the
chief equity officer, in regulation.

2. The board's social and economic equity plan shall also pronote

diversity in comrerce, ownership and enpl oynent, and opportunities for
soci al and econonmic equity in the adult-use cannabis industry. A goal
shall be established to award fifty percent of adult-use cannabis
licenses to social and economic equity applicants and ensure inclusion
of :

(a) individuals from comunities disproportionately inpacted by the
enforcenment of cannabis prohibition

(b) mnority-owned busi nesses;

(c) wonen-owned busi nesses;

(d) mnority and wonmen- owned busi nesses, as defined in paragraph (d)
of subdivision five of this section

(e) disadvantaged farners, as defined in subdivision five of this
section; and

(f) service-disabled veterans.

3. The social and economic equity plan shall require the consideration
of additional criteria in its licensing determ nations. Under the social
and econonic equity plan, extra priority shall be given to applications
t hat denonstrate that an applicant:

(a) is a nenber of a conmunity disproportionately inpacted by the
enf orcenment of cannabis prohibition

(b) has an inconme | ower than eighty percent of the nmedian incone of
the county in which the applicant resides; and

(c) was convicted of a marihuana-related offense prior to the effec-
tive date of this chapter, or had a parent, guardian, child, spouse, or
dependent, or was a dependent of an individual who, prior to the effec-
tive date of this chapter, was convicted of a mari huana-rel ated of fense

4. The board in consultation with the cannabi s advi sory board and the
chief equity officer, shall also create an incubator programto encour-

age social and econonic equity applicants to apply and, if granted an
adult-use cannabis license, pernit or registration, the program shal
provi de direct support in the formof counseling services, education
smal |l  business coaching and financial planning, and conpliance assist-
ance.

5. For the purposes of this section, the following definitions shal
appl y:

(a) "Mnority-owned business” shall mnean a business enterprise,
including a sole proprietorship, partnership, limted liability conpany
or corporation that is:

(i) at least fifty-one percent owned by one or nore nminority group
menbers;

(ii) an enterprise in which such mnority ownership is real, substan-
tial and conti nuing;
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(iii) an enterprise in which such mnority ownership has and exercises
the authority to control independently the day-to-day business decisions
of the enterprise;

(iv) an enterprise authorized to do business in this state and inde-
pendent|ly owned and operated; and

(v) an enterprise that is a snall business.

(b) "Mnority group nenber"” shall mean a United States citizen or
permanent resident alien who is and can denonstrate nmenbership in one of
the follow ng groups:

(i) black persons having origins in any of the black African racial
gr oups;

(ii) H spanic persons of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Dominican, Cuban
Central or South Anerican of either Indian or Hi spanic origin, regard-
| ess of race;

(iii1) Native American or Al askan native persons having origins in any
of the original peoples of North Anerica; or

(iv) Asian and Pacific Islander persons having origins in any of the
far east countries, south east Asia, the Indian subcontinent or the
Paci fic islands.

(c) "Wonen- owned busi ness" shall mean a business enterprise, including
a sole proprietorship, partnership, linted liability conpany or corpo-
ration that is:

(i) at least fifty-one percent owned by one or nore United States
citizens or pernmanent resident aliens who are wonen;

(ii) an enterprise in which the ownership interest of such wonen is
real, substantial and conti nuing;

(iii) an enterprise in which such worren ownership has and exercises
the authority to control independently the day-to-day business decisions
of the enterprise;

(iv) an enterprise authorized to do business in this state and inde-
pendently owned and operated; and

(v) an enterprise that is a small business.

(d) Afirmowned by a mnority group nenber who is also a wonan rmay be
defined as a ninority-owned business, a wonen-owned busi ness, or both.

(e) "D sadvantaged farmer” shall mean a New York state resident or
business enterprise, including a sole proprietorship, partnership,
limted liability conpany or corporation, that has reported at |[east
two-thirds of its federal gross inconme as inconme fromfarning, in at
| east one of the past five preceding tax years, and who:

(i) farms in a county that has greater than ten percent rate of pover-
ty according to the latest U S. Census Bureau's Anerican Comunities
Survey,;

(ii) has been disproportionately inpacted by | ow combdity prices or
faces the loss of farn and through devel opnent or suburban sprawl; and

(iii) neets any other qualifications as defined in regulation by the
boar d.

(f) "Service-disabled veterans" shall nean persons qualified under
article seventeen-B of the executive | aw

(g) "Conmmunities disproportionately inpacted” shall mean, but not be
limted to, a history of arrests, convictions, and other |aw enforcenent
practices in a certain geographic area, such as, but not limted to,
precincts, zip codes, neighborhoods, and politi cal subdi vi si ons,
reflecting a disparate enforcenment of cannabis prohibition during a
certain time period, when conpared to the rest of the state. The board
shall, in consultation wth the state cannabis advisory board and the
chief equity officer, issue guidelines to determ ne how to assess which
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comunities have been disproportionately inpacted and how to assess if
someone i s a nenber of a conmunity disproportionately inpacted.

6. The board shall actively pronote applicants that foster racial
et hnic, and gender diversity in their workforce.

7. Licenses issued under the social and economc equity plan shall not
be transferred or sold within the first three years of issue, except to
a qualified social and economc equity applicant and with the prior
witten approval of the board. In the event a social and econom c equity
applicant seeks to transfer or sell their license at any point after
issue and the transferee is to a person or entity that does not qualify
as a social and economic equity applicant, the transfer agreenent shal
require the new license holder to pay to the board any outstandi ng
amount owed by the transferor to the board as repaynment of any |oan
i ssued by the board as well as any other fee or assessnment as determ ned
by the board.

§ 88. Data collection and reporting. The board shall collect deno-
graphic data on owners and enpl oyees in the adult-use cannabis industry
and shall annually publish such data in its annual report.

8 90. Definitions. As used in this article, the following terns shal
have the follow ng neanings, unless the context clearly requires other-

1. "Cannabi noi d" nmeans the phytocannabi noids found in henp and does
not include synthetic cannabinoids as that termis defined in subdivi-
sion (g) of schedule |I of section thirty-three hundred six of the public
heal th | aw.
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2. "Cannabi noi d henp" neans any henp and any product processed or
derived fromhenp, that is used for human consunption provi ded that when
such product is packaged or offered for retail sale to a consumer, it
shall not have a concentration of nore than three tenths of a percent
delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol

3. "Used for human consunption" neans intended by the manufacturer or
distributor to be: (a) used for human consunption for its cannabinoid
content; or (b) wused in, on or by the human body for its cannabinoid
content.

4. "Henmp" neans the plant Cannabis sativa L. and any part of such
pl ant, including the seeds thereof and all derivatives, extracts, canna-
bi noi ds, isoners, acids, salts, and salts of isoners, whether grow ng or
not, with a delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol concentration (THC) of not nore
than three-tenths of a percent on a dry weight basis. It shall not
i ncl ude "medi cal cannabi s" as defined in section three of this chapter.

5. "Henp extract" neans all derivatives, extracts, cannabinoids, isom
ers, acids, salts, and salts of isoners derived from henp, used or
intended for human consunption, for its cannabinoid content, with a
del ta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol concentration of not nore than an anpunt
determined by the board in regulation. For the purpose of this article,
henp extract excludes (a) any food, food ingredient or food additive
that is generally recognized as safe pursuant to federal law, or (b) any
henp extract that is not wused for human consunption. Such excl uded
subst ances shall not be regulated pursuant to the provisions of this
article but are subject to other provisions of applicable state |aw,
rules and regul ations.

6. "License" neans a |license issued pursuant to this article.

7. "Cannabi noid henp processor license" nmeans a |icense granted by the
board to process, extract, pack or manufacture cannabi noid henp or henp
extract into products, whether in internediate or final form used for
human consunpti on

8. "Processing" nmeans extracting, preparing, treating, nodifying,
compoundi ng, manufacturing or otherw se mani pul ati ng cannabi noid henp to
concentrate or extract its cannabinoids, or creating product, whether in
intermediate or final form used for human consunption. For purposes of
this article, processing does not include: (a) growing, cultivation,
cloning, harvesting, drying, curing, grinding or trimm ng when author-
i zed pursuant to article twenty-nine of the agriculture and narkets |aw,
or

(b) nere transportation, such as by common carrier or another entity
or individual

8 91. Rul enmmking authority. The board nmay make regul ati ons pursuant to
this article for the processing, distribution, nmarketing, transportation
and sale of cannabinoid henp and henp extracts used for hunman consunp-
tion, which may include, but not be linited to:

1. Specifying forns, establishing application, reasonable adm nis-
tration and renewal fees, or license duration;

2. Establishing the qualifications and criteria for |licensing, as
aut hori zed by | aw,

3. The books and records to be created and nai ntai ned by |icensees and
| awf ul procedures for their inspection;

4. Any reporting requirenents;

5. Methods and standards of processing, |abeling, packaging and
mar keti ng of cannabi noid henp, henp extract and products derived there-
from
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6. Procedures for how cannabi noid henp, henp extract or ingredients,
additives, or products derived therefromcan be deenmed as acceptable for
sale in the state

7. Provisions governing the nodes and forns of administration, includ-
i ng inhal ation;

8. Procedures for determ ning whether cannabi noid henp, henp extract
or ingredients, additives, or products derived therefrom produced
outside the state or within the state neet the standards and require-
ments of this article and can therefore be sold within the state;

9. Procedures for the granting, cancellation, revocation or suspension
of licenses, consistent with the state adninistrative procedures act;

10. Restrictions governing the advertising and marketing of cannabi-
noi d henmp, henp extract and products derived therefrom and

11. Any other regulations necessary to inplement this article.

§ 92. Cannabi noid henp processor license. 1. Persons processing canna-
binoid henp or henp extract wused for human consunption, whether in
intermediate or final form shall be required to obtain a cannabinoid
henp processor license fromthe board.

2. A cannabinoi d henp processor |icense authorizes one or nore specif-
ic activities related to the processing of cannabinoid henp into
products used for human consunption, whether in internmediate or final
form and the distribution or sale thereof by the licensee. Nothing
herein shall prevent a cannabinoid henp processor from processing,
extracting and processing henp products not to be wused for human
consunpti on.

3. Persons authorized to grow henp pursuant to article twenty-nine of
the agriculture and markets |law are not authorized to engage in process-
ing of cannabinoid henp or henp extract without first being licensed as
a cannabi noi d henp processor under this article.

4. This article shall not apply to henp, cannabinoid henp, henp
extracts or products derived therefrom that are not used for human
consunption. This article also shall not apply to henp, cannabinoid
henp, henp extracts or products derived therefromthat have been deened
general ly recogni zed as safe pursuant to federal |aw.

5. The board shall have the authority to set reasonable fees for such
license, to limt the activities permitted by such license, to establish
the period during which such Iicense is authorized, which shall be two
years or nore, and to make rul es and regul ati ons necessary to inplenent
this section.

6. Any person holding an active research partnership agreenment with
the departnent of agriculture and markets, authorizing that person to
process cannabi noid henp, shall be awarded |icensure under this section
provided that the research partner is actively performng research
pursuant to such agreerment and is able to denonstrate conpliance wth
this article, as deternmi ned by the board, after notice and an opportu-
nity to be heard.

§ 93. Cannabinoid henp retailer license. 1. Retailers selling cannabi-
noid hemp, in final form to consuners wthin the state, shall be
required to obtain a cannabinoid henp retailer license fromthe board.

2. The board shall have the authority to set reasonable fees for such
license, to establish the period during which such license is author-
i zed, which shall be one year or nore, and to nake rules and regul ations
necessary to inplenent this section

8 94. Cannabinoid license applications. 1. Persons shall apply for a
license under this article by submitting an application upon a form
supplied by the board, providing all the relevant requested information
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verified by the applicant or an authorized representative of the appli-
cant .

2. A separate license shall be required for each facility at which
processing or retail sales are conducted; however, an applicant nmy
submit one application for separate licensure at multiple |ocations.

3. Each applicant shall remit with its application the fee for each
requested |icense, which shall be a reasonable fee

§ 95. Information to be requested in applications for licenses. 1. The
board may specify the manner and formin which an application shall be
submitted to the board for licensure under this article.

2. The board nmay adopt regul ati ons establishing what rel evant infornma-
tion shall be included on an application for licensure under this arti-
cle. Such information may include, but is not limted to: information
about the applicant's identity; ownership and investnent infornation,
i ncluding the corporate structure; evidence of good noral character;
financial statenents; information about the prem ses to be licensed;
i nformati on about the activities to be |icensed; and any other relevant
i nformation specified in regulation

3. Al license applications shall be signed by the applicant if an
i ndividual, by a managing partner if alimted liability conmpany, by an
officer if a corporation, or by all partners if a partnership. Each
person signing such application shall verify it as true under the penal -
ties of perjury.

4. Al license applications shall be acconpanied by a check, draft or
other forns of paynent as the board may require or authorize in the
reasonabl e anount required by this article for such |icense.

5. If there be any change, after the filing of the application or the
granting, nodification or renewal of a license, in any of the naterial
facts required to be set forth in such application, a supplenenta
statenent giving notice of such change, duly verified, shall be filed
with the board within ten days after such change. Failure to do so, if
willful and deliberate, may be grounds for revocation of the |icense.

8§ 96. Fees. The board may charge |licensees a reasonable |icense fee
Such fee may be based on the activities permitted by the license, the
anount of cannabi noid henp or henp extract to be processed or extracted
by the licensee, the gross annual receipts of the licensee for the
previous license period, or any other factors reasonably deened appro-
priate by the board.

§ 97. Selection criteria. 1. The applicant, if an individual or indi-

vidual s, shall furnish evidence of the individual's good noral charac-
ter, and if an entity, the applicant shall furnish evidence of the good
nmoral character of the individuals who have or will have substanti al

responsibility for the Iicensed or authorized activity and those in
control of the entity, including principals, officers, or others with
such control

2. The applicant shall furnish evidence of the applicant's experience
and conpetency, and that the applicant has or will have adequate facili -
ties, equipment, process controls, and security to undertake those
activities for which licensure is sought.

3. The applicant shall furnish evidence of his, her or its ability to
comply with all applicable state and I ocal |aws, rules and regul ati ons.

4. |If the board is not satisfied that the applicant should be issued a
Iicense, the board shall notify the applicant in witing of the specific
reason or reasons for denial

5. No license pursuant to this article nay be issued to an i ndividual
under the age of eighteen years.
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8 98. License renewal. 1. Each license, issued pursuant to this arti-
cle, may be renewed upon application therefor by the licensee and the
paynent of the reasonable fee for such license as specified by this
article.

2. In the case of applications for renewals, the board may di spense
with the requirenments of such statenments as it deens unnecessary in view
of those contained in the application nade for the original |icense.

3. The board shall provide an application for renewal of any |I|icense
i ssued under this article not Iess than ninety days prior to the expira-
tion of the current license.

4. The board may only issue a renewal |icense upon receipt of the
specified renewal application and renewal fee from a Ilicensee if, in
addition to the selection criteria set out in this article, the
licensee's |icense is not under suspension and has not been revoked.

8 99. Formof |icense. Licenses issued pursuant to this article shal
speci fy:

1. The nane and address of the |icensee;

2. The activities permitted by the license;

3. The Iland, buildings and facilities that nmay be used for the
licensed activities of the |licensee;

4. A unique license nunber issued by the board to the |icensee; and

5. Such other information as the board shall deem necessary to assure
conpliance with this article.

8§ 100. Transferability; anendnent to |icense; change in ownership or
control. 1. Licenses issued under this article are not transferable,
absent witten consent of the board.

2. Upon application of a licensee, a license nay be anended to add or
delete permitted activities.

3. Alicense shall beconme void by a change in ownership, substanti al
corporate change or change of |ocation without prior witten approval of
the board. The board may nake regul ations allowi ng for certain types of
changes in ownership without the need for prior witten approval.

8§ 101. Granting, suspending or revoking licenses. After due notice and
an opportunity to be heard, established by rules and regulations, the
board may decline to grant a new |license, inpose conditions or limts
with respect to the grant of a license, nodify an existing |icense or
decline to renew a |icense, and may suspend or revoke a |icense already
granted after due notice and an opportunity to be heard, as established
by rul es and regul ati ons, whenever the board finds that:

1. Amaterial statement contained in an application is or was fal se or
m sl eadi ng;

2. The applicant or licensee, or a person in a position of managenent
and control thereof or of the licensed activity, does not have good
moral character, necessary experience or conpetency, adequate facili-
ties, equipnent, process controls, or security to process, distribute,
transport or sell cannabinoid henp, henp extract or products derived
t herefrom

3. After appropriate notice and opportunity, the applicant or |icensee
has failed or refused to produce any records or provide any information
required by this article or the regul ati ons pronul gated pursuant there-
to;

4. The licensee has conducted activities outside of those activities
pernmitted on its |license; or

5. The applicant or licensee, or any officer, director, partner, or
any ot her person exercising any position of managenent or control there-
of or of the licensed activity has willfully failed to conply wth any
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of the provisions of this article or regulations under it and other |aws
of this state applicable to the licensed activity.

8§ 102. Record keeping and tracking. Every licensee shall keep, in such
form as the board may direct, such relevant records as may be required
pursuant to regul ations under this article.

8§ 103. Packagi ng and | abeling of cannabi noid henp and henp extract. 1
Cannabi noi d henp processors shall be required to provide appropriate
| abel warning to consuners, and restricted from maki ng unapproved | abe
clainms, as determ ned by the board, concerning the potential inpact on
or benefit to human health resulting fromthe use of cannabi noid henp,
henp extract and products derived therefrom for human consunption, which
| abel s shall be affixed to those products when sold, pursuant to rules
and regul ations that the board may adopt.

2. The board mmy, by rules and regulations, require processors to
establish a code, including, but not limted to QR code, for labels and
establish methods and procedures for determ ning, among other things,
serving sizes or dosages for cannabinoid henp, henp extract and products
derived therefrom active cannabi noid concentration per serving size,
nunber of servings per container, and the growi ng region, state or coun-
try of originif not fromthe United States. Such rules and regul ati ons
may require an appropriate fact panel that incorporates data regarding
serving sizes and potency thereof.

3. The packagi ng, sale, or possession of products derived from canna-
bi noid henp or hemp extract used for human consunption not |abeled or
offered in conformty wth regulations under this section shall be
grounds for the seizure or quarantine of the product, the inposition of
a civil penalty against a processor or retailer, and the suspension
revocation or cancellation of a license, in accordance with this arti-
cle.

8§ 104. Processing of cannabi noid henp and henp extract. 1. No process-
or shall sell or agree to sell or deliver in the state any cannabi noid
henp, henp extract or product derived therefrom used for human consunp-
tion, except in sealed containers containing quantities in accordance
with size standards pursuant to rules adopted by the board. Such
contai ners shall have affixed thereto such | abels as may be required by
the rul es of the board.

2. Processors shall take such steps necessary to ensure that the
cannabi noi d henp or henp extract used in their processing operation has
only been grown with pesticides that are registered by the departnent of
environnmental conservation or that specifically neet the United States
environnmental protection agency registration exenption criteria for
mnimum risk, used in conpliance with rules, regulations, standards and
gui del i nes issued by the departnent of environnmental conservation for
pesti ci des.

3. Al cannabinoid henmp, henp extract and products derived therefrom
used for human consunption shall be extracted and processed in accord-
ance Wwth good manufacturing processes pursuant to Part 117 or Part 111
of title 21 of the code of federal regulations, as may be defined, nodi-
fied and deci ded upon by the board in rules or regul ations.

4. As necessary to protect human health, the board shall have the
authority to: (a) regulate and prohibit specific ingredients, excipients
or nmethods wused in processing cannabinoid henp, henp extract and
products derived therefrom and (b) prohibit, or expressly allow,
certain products or product classes derived from cannabi noid henp or
henp extract, to be processed.
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8§ 105. Laboratory testing. Every cannabinoid henp processor shal
contract with an independent comercial |aboratory to test the henp
extract and products produced by the |licensed processor. The board shal
establish the necessary qualifications or certifications required for
such | aboratories wused by licensees. The board is authorized to issue
rul es and regul ations consistent with this article establishing the
testing required, the reporting of testing results and the formfor
reporting such laboratory testing results. The board has authority to
require |licensees to subnit any cannabi noid henp, henp extract or prod-
uct derived therefrom processed or offered for sale within the state,
for testing by the board. This section shall not obligate the board, in
any way, to performany testing on henp, cannabinoid henp, henp extract
or product derived therefrom

§ 106. New York henmp product. The board may establish and adopt offi-
cial grades and standards for cannabinoid henp, henp extract and
products derived therefrom as the board may deem advi sabl e, which are
produced for sale in this state and, fromtine to tine, nay anmend or
nmodi fy such grades and standards.

8§ 107. Penalties. Notwithstanding the provision of any lawto the
contrary, the failure to conply with a requirenment of this article, or a
regul ati on thereunder, nmay be punishable by a civil penalty of not nore
than one thousand dollars for a first violation; not nore than five
thousand dollars for a second violation within three years; and not nore
than ten thousand dollars for a third violation and each subsequent
violation thereafter, within three years

8§ 108. Henp wor kgroup. The board, in consultation with the conm ssion-
er of the departnent of agriculture and narkets, nay appoint a New York
state henp and henp extract workgroup, conposed of growers, researchers,
producers, processors, nmanufacturers and trade associations, to nake
recommendations for the industrial henp and cannabi noid henp prograns,
state and federal policies and policy initiatives, and opportunities for
the pronoti on and marketing of cannabinoid henp and henp extract as
consistent with federal and state |aws, rules and regul ati ons.

8 109. Prohibitions. 1. Except as authorized by the United States food
and drug adninistration, the processing of cannabinoid henp or henp
extract used for human consunption is prohibited within the state unless
the processor is |licensed under this article.

2. Cannabi noid henp and henp extracts used for human consunption and
grown or processed outside the state shall not be distributed or sold at
retail wthin the state, unless they neet all standards established for
cannabi noi d henp under state |aw and regul ati ons.

3. The retail sale of cannabinoid henp is prohibited in this state
unless the retailer is licensed under this article.

8 110. Special wuse permits. The board shall have the authority to
i ssue tenporary permts for carrying on any activity related to cannabi -
noi d henmp, henp extract and products derived therefrom |icensed under
this article. The board may set reasonable fees for such pernits, to
establish the periods during which such pernmits are valid, and to nake
rules and regulations to inplenent this section.

8 111. Severability. |If any provision of this article or the applica-
tion thereof to any person or circunstances is held invalid, such inva-
lidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this article
whi ch can be given effect without the invalid provision or application
and to this end the provisions of this article are declared to be sever-
abl e.

8§ 125. General prohibitions and restrictions. 1. No person shal
cultivate, process, distribute for sale or sell at wholesale or retai
or deliver to consunmers any cannabis, cannabis product, nedical cannabis
or cannabi noid henp or henp extract product within the state w thout
obtaining the appropriate registration, license, or permt therefor
required by this chapter unless otherw se authorized by | aw.

2. No registered organi zation, licensee, or pernmittee or other entity
under the jurisdiction of the board shall sell, or agree to sell or
deliver in this state any cannabis or cannabi noid henp or henp extract
for the purposes of resale to any person who is not duly registered,
licensed or permtted pursuant to this chapter to sell such product, at

whol esale or retail, as the case may be, at the tine of such agreenent
and sal e.

3. No registered organi zation, licensee, or permttee or other entity
under the jurisdiction of +the board shall enploy, or permt to be

enpl oyed, or shall allowto work, on any premi ses registered or |icensed
for retail sale hereunder, any person under the age of twenty-one years
in any capacity where the duties of such person require or permt such

person to sell, dispense or handl e cannabi s.
4. No registered organi zation, |icensee, or pernmttee, or other entity
under the jurisdiction of the board, shall sell, deliver or give away,

or cause, permt or procure to be sold, delivered or given away any
cannabi s, cannabis product, or nedical cannabis on credit; except that a
regi stered organi zation, licensee or permttee may accept third party
credit cards for the sale of any cannabis, cannabis product, or medical
cannabis for which it is registered, licensed or permtted to dispense
or sell to patients or cannabis consuners. This includes, but is not
limted to, any consignnent sale of any kind.

5. No registered organi zation, licensee, or permittee, or other entity
under the jurisdiction of the board, shall cease to be operated as a
bona fide or legitimate prem ses within the contenplation of the regis-
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tration, license, or pernmt issued for such premses, as determned
within the judgnment of the board.

6. No registered organi zation, licensee, or pernmittee, or other entity
under the jurisdiction of the board, shall refuse, nor any person hol d-
ing a registration, license, or permt refuse, nor any officer or direc-
tor of any corporation or organization holding a registration, |icense,

or permt refuse, to appear and/or testify under oath at an inquiry or
hearing held by the board, with respect to any matter bearing upon the
registration, license, or pernmt, the conduct of any people at the
|licensed prenises, or bearing upon the character or fitness of such
registrant, |icensee, or permttee, or other entity under the jurisdic-
tion of the board, to continue to hold any registration, license, or
permt. Nor shall any of the above offer false testinony under oath at
such inquiry or hearing.

7. No registered organi zation, licensee, or pernittee, or other entity
under the jurisdiction of the board, shall engage, participate in, or
aid or abet any violation of any provision of this chapter, or the rules
or regul ations of the board.

8. It shall be the responsibility of the registered organization,
|icensee or permittee, or other entity under the jurisdiction of the
board, to exercise adequate supervision over the registered, |licensed or
permtted location. Persons registered, licensed, or permtted shall be
held strictly accountable for any and all violations that occur upon any
registered, licensed, or pernmtted premses, and for any and al
violations committed by or permitted by any manager, agent or enployee
of such registered, licensed, or pernitted person.

9. It shall be wunlawful for any person, partnership or corporation
operating a place for profit or pecuniary gain, with a capacity for the
assenbl age of twenty or nore persons to permit a person or persons to
conme to the place of assenbly for the purpose of cultivating, process-
ing, distributing, or retail distribution or sale of cannabis or canna-
bis products on said prem ses. This includes, but is not Ilimted, to,
cannabis or cannabis products that are either provided by the operator
of the place of assenbly, their agents, servants or enpl oyees, or canna-
bis that is brought onto said prenises by the person or persons assenbl -
ing at such place, unless an appropriate registration, |icense, or
permt has first been obtained fromthe board by the operator of said
pl ace of assenbly.

10. No adul t-use cannabis or nedical cannabis nmay be inported to, or

exported out of, New York state by a registered organi zation, |icensee
or person holding a license and/or permt pursuant to this chapter,
until such time as it may becone |legal to do so under federal |aw.

Shoul d it become legal to do so under federal law, the board rmay promul -
gate such rules and regulations as it deens necessary to protect the
public and the policy of the state, including to prioritize and pronote
New York cannabis. Further, all such cannabis or cannabis products nust
be distributed in a manner consistent with the provisions of this chap-
ter.

11. No registered organization, licensee or any of its agents, serv-
ants or enployees shall sell any cannabis product, or nedical cannabis
from house to house by neans of a truck or otherw se, where the sale is
consumat ed and delivery made concurrently at the residence or place of
busi ness of a cannabis consuner. This subdivision shall not prohibit the
delivery by a registered organization to certified patients or their
desi gnated caregivers, pursuant to article three of this chapter
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12. No licensee shall enploy any canvasser or solicitor for the
pur pose of receiving an order froma certified patient, designated care-
gi ver or cannabis consunmer for any cannabis product, or nedical cannabis
at the residence or place of business of such patient, caregiver or
consuner, nor shall any licensee receive or accept any order, for the
sal e of any cannabis product, or nedical cannabis which shall be solic-
ited at the residence or place of business of a patient, caregiver or
consurer. This subdivision shall not prohibit the solicitation by a
distributor of an order fromany |licensee at the |licensed prenises of
such |icensee.

8§ 126. License to be confined to premises |icensed; prem ses for which
no license shall be granted; transporting cannabis. 1. A registration
license, or permt issued to any person, pursuant to this chapter, for
any registered, licensed, or pernitted prenises shall not be transfera-
ble to any other person, to any other |ocation or prem ses, or to any
ot her building or part of the building containing the |licensed premn ses
except in the discretion of the office. Al privileges granted by any

registration, license, or permt shall be available only to the person
therein specified, and only for the prenises |licensed and no other
except if authorized by the board. Provi ded, however, that the
provi sions of this section shall not be deened to prohibit the amendnment
of a registration or Ilicense as provided for in this chapter. A
violation of this section shall subject the registration, 1|icense, or

permt to revocation for cause

2. Were a registration or license for prem ses has been revoked, the
board in its discretion may refuse to issue a registration, |license, or
permt under this chapter, for a period of up to five years after such
revocation, for such prem ses or for any part of the building containing
such prem ses and connected therewth.

3. In deternining whether to i ssue such a proscription against grant-

ing any registration, license, or permt for such five-year period, in
addition to any other factors deened relevant to the board, the board
shall, in the case of a license revoked due to the sale of cannabis to a

person under the age of twenty-one not otherw se authorized by this
chapter, determni ne whether the proposed subsequent |icensee has obtai ned
such prem ses through an arnis length transaction, and, if such trans-
action is not found to be an arnmis length transaction, the office shal
deny the issuance of such license.

4. For purposes of this section, "arms |ength transaction” shall nean

a sale of a fee of all undivided interests in real property, |ease,
managenent agreenent, or other agreenent giving the applicant contro
over the cannabis at the prenmises, or any part thereof, in the open
mar ket, between an informed and willing buyer and seller where neither

i s under any conpulsion to participate in the transaction, unaffected by
any unusual conditions indicating a reasonable possibility that the sale
was made for the purpose of permitting the original |licensee to avoid
the effect of the revocation. The follow ng sales shall be presumed not
to be arms Ilength transactions unless adequate docunentation is
provided denonstrating that the sale, |ease, nmanagenment agreenent, or
ot her agreement giving the applicant control over the cannabis at the
prem ses, was not conducted, in whole or in part, for the purpose of
permtting the original licensee to avoid the effect of the revocation:

(a) a sale between relatives;

(b) a sale between related conpanies or partners in a business; or

(c) a sale, |ease, nmanagenent agreenent, or other agreenent giving the
applicant control over the cannabis at the prem ses, affected by other
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facts or circunstances that would indicate that the sale, |ease, manage-
ment agreenent, or other agreenent giving the applicant control over the
cannabis at the prenises, is entered into for the primary purpose of
permtting the original licensee to avoid the effect of the revocation.

5. No registered organization, |licensee or permttee shall transport
cannabi s products or nedical cannabis except in vehicles owed and oper-
ated by such regi stered organi zation, |icensee or pernittee, or hired
and operated by such regi stered organi zation, licensee or permttee from
a trucking or transportation conpany pernmitted and registered with the
boar d.

6. No common carrier or person operating a transportation facility in
this state, other than the United States governnment, shall know ngly
receive for transportation or delivery within the state any cannabis
products or nedical cannabis unless the shipnent is acconpani ed by copy
of a bill of |ading, or other docunent, showi ng the nane and address of
the consignor, the nane and address of the consignee, the date of the
shi pment, and the quantity and kind of cannabis products or medical
cannabi s cont ai ned therein.

8 127. Protections for the use of cannabis; unlawful discrimnations
prohibited. 1. No person, registered organization, |licensee or permt-
tee, enployees, or their agents shall be subject to arrest, prosecution,
or penalty in any manner, or denied any right or privilege, including
but not limted to civil liability or disciplinary action by a business
or occupational or professional |licensing board or office, solely for
conduct permtted under this chapter. For the avoidance of doubt, the
appellate division of the suprene court of the state of New York, and
any disciplinary or character and fitness committees established by |[|aw
are occupational and professional |icensing boards within the nmeaning of
this section. State or local |aw enforcenment agencies shall not cooper-
ate with or provide assistance to the governnent of the United States or
any agency thereof in enforcing the federal <controlled substances act
solely for actions consistent with this chapter, except as pursuant to a
valid court order.

2. No school or landlord may refuse to enroll or |ease to and nmay not
ot herwi se penalize a person solely for conduct authorized under this
chapter, except as exenpted:

(a) if failing to do so would cause the school or landlord to | ose a
nmonetary or licensing related benefit under federal |aw or regul ations;

(b) if the institution has adopted a code of conduct prohibiting
cannabi s use on the basis of religious belief; or

(c) if a property is registered with the New York snoke-free housing
registry, it is not required to pernit the snmoking of cannabis products
on its prem ses.

3. For the purposes of nedical care, including organ transplants, a
certified patient's authorized use of nedical cannabis nust be consid-
ered the equival ent of the use of any other nedication under the direc-
tion of a practitioner and does not constitute the use of an illicit
substance or otherw se disqualify a registered qualifying patient from
nmedi cal care

4. (a) No enpl oyer shall take adverse enploynent action against an
enpl oyee for using cannabis, wunless (i) such enployee's usage is
governed by state or local law or rule, or a collective bargaining
agreement that: (1) limts or prohibits the usage of cannabis while
perform ng the enployee's job duties; (2) limts or prohibits the usage
of cannabis as a condition of attaining or nmaintaining a |license,
certification, or professional status required for employnment; or (3)
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governs the testing and disciplinary procedures related to the use of
cannabi s by enpl oyees; and (ii) the enployee's usage is in violation of
such state or local law or rules, or collective bargaining agreenent.

(b) Enpl oyees whose usage of nedical cannabis is governed by state or
local law or rules, or a collective bargaining agreenent that: (i)
limts or prohibits the usage of cannabis while perfornmi ng the enploy-
ee's job duties; (ii) limts or prohibits the usage of cannabis as a
condition of attaining or muintaining a |license, certification, or
professional status required for enploynent; or (iii) governs the test-
ing and disciplinary procedures related to the wuse of cannabis by
enpl oyees, shall be afforded the sanme rights, procedures and protections
that are avail able and applicable to injured workers under the workers
conpensation law, or any rules or regulations pronul gated thereunder,
when such injured workers are prescribed nedications that may prohibit,
restrict, or require the nodification of the performance of their
duti es.

(c) Enmpl oyees shall not face adverse enpl oynent actions for wusage of
cannabi s, as such conduct is permtted under this chapter, prior to the
begi nning or after the conclusion of the enployee's work hours, and off
of the enployer's prenises and without use of the enployer's equi pnent
or other property.

(d) No emnpl oyer shall take adverse enpl oynent action against an appli-
cant for enploynent, or otherwise discrinmnate against or refuse to
interview an applicant for enploynment, for wusing cannabis as such
conduct is permitted under this chapter.

5. Nothing in this section shall interfere with an enployer's obli-
gation to provide a safe and healthy work place, free fromrecogni zed
hazards, as required by state and federal occupation safety and health
law or require an enployer to commit any act that would cause the
enpl oyer to be in violation of any other federal Ilaw, or that would
result in the loss of a federal contract or federal funding.

6. Nothing in this section shall restrict an enployer's ability to
prohibit or take adverse enpl oynent action for the possession or use of
i ntoxi cating substances during work hours, or require an enployer to
commt any act that would cause the enployer to be in violation of
federal law, or that would result in the |oss of a federal contract or
federal funding. For the purposes of this section, an enployer nay
consider an enployee's ability to performthe enpl oyee's job responsi-
bilities to be inpaired when the enpl oyee nani fests specific articul able
synptonms whil e working that decrease or |essen the enployee's perform
ance of the duties or tasks of the enployee's job position.

7. As used in this section, "adverse enploynent action"” means refusing
to hire or enploy, barring or discharging fromenploynment, requiring a
person to retire fromenploynment, or discrimnating against in conpen-
sation or in ternms, conditions, or privileges of enploynent.

8. No person nmy be denied custody of or visitation or parenting tine
with a mnor, for conduct allowed under section 222.05 of the penal |aw,
unl ess the child s physical, nmental or enmptional condition has been
inpaired, or is in immnent danger of beconming inpaired as a result of
the person's behavior as established by a fair preponderance of the
evi dence. For the purposes of this section, this determ nation cannot be
based solely on whether, when, and how often a person uses cannabis
wi t hout separate evidence of harm

§ 128. Pernits, registrations and licenses. 1. No permt, registra-
tion or license shall be transferable or assignable except that notwth-
standi ng any other provision of law, the pernmit, registration or |license
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of a sole proprietor converting to corporate form where such proprietor
becones the sole stockholder and only officer and director of such new
corporation, nmay be transferred to the subject <corporation if all
requirements of this chapter remain the sane wth respect to such
permit, registration or license as transferred and, further, the regis-
tered organization or licensee shall transmit to the board, within ten
days of the transfer of |icense allowable under this subdivision, on a
form prescribed by the board, notification of the transfer of such
i cense.

2. No permt, registration or license shall be pledged or deposited as
collateral security for any loan or upon any other condition; and any
such pledge or deposit, and any contract providing therefor, shall be
voi d.

3. Pernmits, registrations and |icenses issued under this chapter shal
contain, in addition to any further information or material to be
prescribed by the rules and regulations of the board, the follow ng
i nformation:

(a) nane of the person to whomthe license is issued

(b) type of license and what type of cannabis conmerce is thereby
permtted,

(c) description by street and nunber, or otherw se, of |icensed prem
i ses; and

(d) a statenment in substance that such license shall not be deenmed a
property or vested right, and that it nay be revoked at any time pursu-
ant to | aw

8§ 129. Laboratory testing permits. 1. The board shall approve and
permt one or nore independent cannabis testing |laboratories to test
medi cal cannabi s, adult-use cannabis and/or cannabinoid henp or henp
extract.

2. To be permtted as an independent cannabis | aboratory, a |aboratory
must apply to the board, on a formand in a manner prescribed by the
of fice, and nust denonstrate the following to the satisfaction of the
boar d:

(a) the owners and directors of the laboratory are of good noral char-
acter;

(b) the laboratory and its staff has the skills, resources and exper-
tise needed to accurately and consistently performall of the testing
required for adult-use cannabis, nedical cannabis and/or cannabinoid
henp or henp extract;

(c) the laboratory has in place and will maintain adequate policies,
procedures, and facility security to ensure proper: collection, |abel-
i ng, accessioning, preparation, analysis, result reporting, disposal and
storage of adult-use cannabis, and/or nedical cannabis;

(d) the laboratory is physically located in New York state;

(e) the laboratory has been approved by the departnment of health
pursuant to Part 55-2 of Title 10 of the New York Codes, Rul es and Regu-
|ations, pertaining to |aboratories perfornng environnental analysis;
and

(f) the laboratory meets any and all requirenents prescribed by this
chapter and by the board in regul ation.

3. The owner of a |aboratory testing pernit under this section shal
not hold a permt, registration or license in any category of this chap-
ter and shall not have any direct or indirect ownership interest in such
regi stered organi zation or |icensee. No board nenber, officer, manager
owner, partner, principal stakeholder or nenber of a registered organ-
i zation or licensee under this chapter, or such person's imediate fam -
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Iy menber, shall have an interest or voting rights in any |aboratory
testing permittee.

4. The board shall require that the permitted | aboratory report test-
ing results to the board in a nmanner, formand tinmeframe as determ ned
by the office.

5. The board is authorized to pronulgate regulations, requiring
permitted | aboratories to performcertain tests and services.

6. A laboratory granted a |laboratory testing permt under this chapter
shall not required to be licensed by the federal drug enforcenent agen-
cy.

8 130. Special use permits. The board is hereby authorized to issue
the followi ng kinds of permits for carrying on activities consistent
with the policy and purpose of this chapter with respect to cannabis.
The board has the authority to set fees for all permts issued pursuant
to this section, to establish the periods during which permts are
aut hori zed, and to make rul es and regul ations, including emergency regu-
lations, to inplenment this section.

1. Industrial cannabis permt - to purchase cannabis fromone of the

entities licensed by the board for use in the manufacture and sal e of
any of the follow ng, when such cannabis is not otherwise suitable for
consunption purposes, nanely: (a) apparel, energy, paper, and tools;

(b) scientific, chem cal, nechanical and industrial products; or (c) any
other industrial use as determ ned by the board in regul ati on.

2. Trucking permt - to allow for the trucking or transportation of
cannabis products, or nedical cannabis by a person other than a regis-
tered organi zation or |licensee under this chapter

3. Warehouse permt - to allow for the storage of cannabis, cannabis
products, or medical cannabis at a |ocation not otherw se registered or
licensed by the office.

4. Packaging permit - to authorize a licensed cannabis distributor to
sort, package, |Ilabel and bundle cannabis products fromone or nore
regi stered organi zations or |icensed processors, on the prem ses of the
licensed cannabis distributor or at a warehouse for which a pernmt has
been issued under this section.

8§ 131. Local opt-out; nunicipal control and preenption. 1. The
provisions of article four of this chapter authorizing the retail sale
of adult-use cannabis to cannabis consuners shall not be applicable to a
town, city or village which, after a nmandatory referendum held pursuant
to section twenty-three of the rnunicipal home rule | aw, adopts a | ocal
law to prohibit the establishment or operation of retail dispensary
licenses contained in article four of this chapter, within the jurisdic-
tion of the town, city or village. Provided, however, that any town | aw
shall apply to the area of the town outside of any village wthin such
t own.

2. Except as provided for in subdivision one of this section, al
county, town, city and village governing bodies are hereby preenpted
from adopting any rule, ordinance, regul ation or prohibition pertaining
to the operation or licensure of registered organizations, adult-use
cannabis licenses or henp |licenses. However, municipalities may pass
| ocal |aws and ordi nances governing the tinme, place and nmanner of
Iicensed adult-use cannabis retail dispensaries, provided such ordi nance
or regulation does not nmke the operation of such |icensed retai
di spensari es unreasonably inpracticable as deternined by the board in
consultation with the state cannabis advi sory board.

8§ 132. Penalties for violation of this chapter. 1. Any person who
cultivates for sale or sells cannabis, cannabis products, or nedical
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cannabis w thout having an appropriate registration, license or permt
therefor, or whose registration, license, or pernmt has been revoked,
surrendered or cancelled, nay be subject to prosecution in accordance
with article two hundred twenty-two of the penal |aw.

2. Any registered organi zation or |icensee, who has received notifica-
tion of a registration or |icense suspension pursuant to the provisions
of this chapter, who sells cannabis, cannabis products, nedical cannabis
or cannabi noid henp or henp extract during the suspension period, shal
be subject to prosecution as provided in article two hundred twenty-two
of the penal l[aw, and upon conviction thereof under this section may be
subject to a civil penalty of not nore than five thousand doll ars.

3. Any person who shall knowi ngly nake any material false statement in
the application for a registration, license or a pernit under this chap-
ter may be subject to a civil penalty of not nmore than two thousand
dol | ars.

4. Any person under the age of twenty-one found to be in possession of
cannabi s or cannabis products who is not a certified patient pursuant to
article three of this chapter shall be in violation of this chapter and
shal |l be subject to the follow ng penalty:

(a) (i) The person shall be subject to a civil penalty of not nore
than fifty dollars. The civil penalty shall be payable to the office of
cannabi s nanagenent .

(ii) Any identifying information provided by the enforcement agency
for the purpose of facilitating paynment of the civil penalty shall not
be shared or disclosed under any circunstances with any ot her agency or
| aw enf orcenent divi sion.

(b) The person shall, upon paynent of the required civil penalty, be
provided with information related to the dangers of underage use of
cannabi s and information related to cannabis use disorder by the office.

(c) The issuance and subsequent paynent of such civil penalty shall in
no way qualify as a crimnal accusation, adm ssion of guilt, or a crim-
nal conviction and shall in no way operate as a disqualification of any

such person from hol ding public office, attaining public enploynent, or
as a forfeiture of any right or privilege.

5. Cannabis recovered from individuals who are found to be in
violation of this chapter nmay after notice and opportunity for a hearing
be considered a nui sance and shall be disposed of or destroyed.

§ 133. Revocation of registrations, licenses and permts for cause;
procedure for revocation or cancellation. 1. Any registration, |icense
or permt issued pursuant to this chapter may be revoked, cancell ed,
suspended and/or subjected to the inposition of a civil penalty for
cause, and there shall be a rebuttable presunption of revocation for the
foll owi ng causes:

(a) conviction of the registered organi zation, licensee, pernittee or
his or her agent or enployee for selling any illicit <cannabis on the
prem ses registered, |icensed or permtted; or

(b) for transferring, assigning or hypothecating a registration,
license or permt wthout prior witten approval of the office.

2. Notwi thstanding the issuance of a registration, license or permt
by way of renewal, the board may revoke, cancel or suspend such regis-
tration, license or permit and/or may inpose a civil penalty agai nst any
hol der of such registration, license or permt, as prescribed by this
section, for ~causes or violations occurring during the |license period
i medi ately preceding the i ssuance of such registration, |icense or
permit.
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3. (a) As wused in this section, the term"for cause" shall also
i nclude the existence of a sustained and continuing pattern of mscon-
duct, failure to adequately prevent diversion or disorder on or about
the registered, licensed or pernitted premises, or in the area in front
of or adjacent to the registered or licensed prenises, or in any parKking
lot provided by the registered organization or |icensee for use by
registered organization or |licensee's patrons, which significantly
adversely affects or tends to significantly adversely affect the
protection, health, welfare, safety, or repose of the inhabitants of the
area in which the registered or licensed prenises is |ocated.

(b) (i) As used in this section, the term "for cause" shall also
include deliberately msleading the board or office of cannabis manage-
ment :

(A) as to the nature and character of the business to be operated by
the regi stered organi zation, |licensee or permttee; or

(B) by substantially altering the nature or character of such business
during the registration or licensing period w thout seeking appropriate
approval s fromthe board.

(ii) As used in this subdivision, the term"substantially altering the
nature or character" of such business shall nmean any significant and
material alteration in the scope of business activities conducted by a
registered organization, licensee or permttee that would require
obtaining an alternate formof registration, license or permt.

4. As used in this chapter, the existence of a sustained and conti nu-
ing pattern of msconduct, failure to adequately prevent diversion or
disorder on or about the prem ses may be presuned upon the sixth inci-
dent reported to the board by a | aw enforcenent agency, or discovered by
the board during the course of any investigation, of misconduct, diver-
sion or disorder on or about the premi ses or related to the operation of
the prem ses, absent clear and convincing evidence of either fraudul ent
intent on the part of any conmplainant or a factual error with respect to
the content of any report concerning such conplaint relied upon by the
boar d.

5. Notwi thstandi ng any ot her provision of this chapter to the contra-
ry, a suspension inposed under this section against the holder of a
registration issued pursuant to article three of this chapter, shal
only suspend the licensed activities related to the type of cannabis,
nmedi cal cannabis or adult-use cannabis involved in the violation result-
ing in the suspension.

6. Any registration, license or permt issued by the board pursuant to
this chapter may be revoked, cancelled or suspended and/or be subjected
to the inposition of a nonetary penalty set forth in this chapter in the
manner prescribed by this section.

7. The board nmay on its own initiative, or on conplaint of any person
institute proceedings to revoke, cancel or suspend any adult-use canna-
bis retail dispensary license or adult-use cannabis on-site consunption
license and nay inpose a civil penalty against the |icensee after a
hearing at which the |icensee shall be given an opportunity to be heard.
Such hearing shall be held in such manner and upon such notice as may be
prescribed in regulation by the board.

8. Al other registrations, |licenses or permts issued under this
chapter nmay be revoked, cancelled, suspended and/or nade subject to the
inmposition of a civil penalty by the office after a hearing to be held
i n such manner and upon such notice as may be prescribed in regulation
by the board.
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9. Wiere a licensee or pernmttee is convicted of two or nore qualify-
ing offenses within a five-year period, the office, upon receipt of
notification of such second or subsequent conviction, shall, in addition
to any other sanction or civil or crimnal penalty inposed pursuant to
this chapter, inpose on such licensee a civil penalty not to exceed ten
t housand dol | ars. For purposes of this subdivision, a qualifying offense
shall nean the sale of cannabis to a person under the age of twenty-one
not otherw se authorized by this chapter. For purposes of this subdivi-
sion only, a conviction of a |licensee or an enployee or agent of such
i censee shall constitute a conviction of such |icensee.

8§ 134. Lawful actions pursuant to this chapter. 1. Contracts rel ated
to the operation of registered organi zations, licenses and permits under
this chapter shall be |lawful and shall not be deemed unenforceable on
the basis that the actions permtted pursuant to the registration
license or pernmit are prohibited by federal |aw.

2. The follow ng actions are not unlawful as provided under this chap-
ter, shall not be an offense under any state or local |aw, and shall not
result in any civil penalty, fine, seizure, or forfeiture of assets, or
be the basis for detention or search against any person acting in
accordance with this chapter

(a) Actions of a registered organization, licensee, or pernittee, or
the enployees or agents of such registered organization, |icensee or
pernmittee, as pernmitted by this chapter and consistent wth rules and
regul ations of the office, pursuant to a valid registration, |license or

permt issued by the board.
(b) Actions of those who allow property to be used by a registered

organi zation, licensee, or pernmittee, or the enployees or agents of such
registered organization, |licensee or pernmittee, as permtted by this
chapter and consistent with rules and regul ations of the office, pursu-
ant to a valid registration, license or pernit issued by the board.

(c) Actions of any person or entity, their enployees, or their agents
providing a service to a registered organization, |icensee, pernmittee or
a potential registered organization, licensee, or pernittee, as permt-

ted by this chapter and consistent with rules and regul ations of the
office, relating to the formati on of a business.

(d) The purchase, cultivation, possession, or consunption of cannabis,
and medi cal cannabis, as pernmitted by law, and consistent with rules and
regul ati ons of the board.

8§ 135. Review by courts. An action by the board shall be subject to
review by the suprene court in the manner provided in article seventy-
eight of the civil practice law and rules including, but not limted to:

(a) Refusal by the board to issue a registration, license, or a
permt.

(b) The revocation, cancellation or suspension of a registration,
license, or permt by the board.

(c) The failure or refusal by the board to render a decision upon any
application or hearing subnmitted to or held by the board within sixty
days after such submi ssion or hearing.

(d) The transfer by the board of a registration, license, or permt to
any other entity or premises, or the failure or refusal by the board to
approve such a transfer.

(e) Refusal to approve alteration of prem ses.

(f) Refusal to approve a corporate change in stockhol ders, stockhol d-
ings, officers or directors.

8§ 136. Illicit cannabis. 1. "Illicit cannabis" neans and includes any
cannabi s product or nedical cannabis that is owned, cultivated, distrib-
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uted, bought, sold, packaged, rectified, blended, treated, fortified,
m xed, processed, warehoused, possessed or transported for which any tax
required to have been paid under any applicable state |aw has not been
pai d.

2. Any person holding a license, permt or registration under this
chapter who shall know ngly possess or have under his or her control any
cannabi s known by the person to be illicit cannabis is guilty of a class
B m sdeneanor

3. Any person holding a license, permt or registration pursuant to

this chapter who shall knowingly barter, exchange, give or sell, or
offer to barter, exchange, give or sell any cannabis known by the person
to be illicit cannabis is guilty of a nmi sdeneanor.

4. Any person holding a license, permit or registration pursuant to
this chapter who shall knowingly possess or have under his or her
control or transport any cannabis known by the person to be illicit

cannabis wth intent to barter, exchange, give or sell such cannabis is
guilty of a class B nisdeneanor.

5. Any person who, being the owner, |essee or occupant of any room
shed, tenenent, booth, building, float, vessel or part thereof know ngly
permts the sanme to be used for the cultivation, processing, distrib-
ution, purchase, sale, warehousing, transportation or storage of any
illicit cannabis is guilty of a violation.

§ 137. Persons forbidden to traffic cannabis; certain officials not to
be interested in manufacture or sale of cannabis products. 1. The
following are forbidden to traffic in cannabis except in extraordinary
circunstances as determ ned by the board:

(a) An individual who has been convicted of an offense related to the
functions or duties of owning and operating a business wthin three
years of the application date, except that if the board determ nes that
the owner or licensee is otherwi se suitable to be issued a license, and
the board determines granting the Ilicense is not inconsistent with
public safety, the board shall conduct a thorough review of the nature
of the «crine, conviction, circunstances and evi dence of rehabilitation
of the owner in accordance with article twenty-three-A of the correction
I aw, and shall evaluate the suitability of the owner or licensee to be

issued a license based on the evidence found through the review In
determ ni ng which offenses are substantially related to the functions or
duties of owning and operating a business, the board shall include, but

not be limted to, the foll ow ng:

(i) a felony conviction within the past five years involving fraud,
money | aundering, forgery and other unlawful conduct related to owning
and operating a business; and

(ii) a felony conviction within the past five years for hiring,
enpl oying, or using a mnor in transporting, carrying, selling, giving
away, preparing for sale, or peddling, any controlled substance to a
m nor; or selling, offering to sell, furnishing, offering to furnish,
adm ni stering, or giving any controlled substance to a m nor.

(b) A person under the age of twenty-one years;

(c) A partnership or a corporation, unless each nenber of the partner-
ship, or each of the principal officers and directors of the corpo-
ration, is a citizen of the United States or a person lawfully admtted
for permanent residence in the United States, not |ess than twenty-one
years of age; provided however that a corporation which otherw se
conforns to the requirenents of this section and chapter may be |icensed
if each of its principal officers and nore than one-half of its direc-
tors are citizens of the United States or persons lawfully admtted for
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permanent residence in the United States; and provided further that a
corporation organi zed under the not-for-profit corporation law or the
education law which otherwise conforms to the requirenents of this
section and chapter nmmy be licensed if each of its principal officers
and directors are not |ess than twenty-one years of age; and provided,
further, that a corporation organized under the not-for-profit corpo-
ration | aw or the education | aw and | ocated on the prem ses of a college
as defined by section two of the education | aw which otherwi se conforms
to the requirements of this section and chapter may be licensed if each
of its principal officers and each of its directors are not Iess than
twenty-one years of age

(d) A person who shall have had any registration or |license issued
under this chapter revoked for cause, until the expiration of one vyear
fromthe date of such revocati on;

(e) A person not registered or |icensed under the provisions of this
chapter, who has been convicted of a misdeneanor or felony in violation
of this chapter, until the expiration of one year fromthe date of such
convi ction; or

(f) A corporation or partnership, if any officer and director or any
partner, while not |icensed under the provisions of this chapter, has
been convicted of a nisdenmeanor or felony in violation of this chapter,
or has had a registration or license issued under this chapter revoked
for cause, until the expiration of up to one year fromthe date of such
conviction or revocation as determ ned by the board.

2. Except as may otherwi se be provided for in regulation, it shall be
unl awful for any chief of police, police officer or subordinate of any
police department in the state, to be either directly or indirectly
interested in the cultivation, processing, distribution, or sale of
cannabis products or to offer for sale, or recormend to any registered
organi zation or |licensee any cannabis products. A person nmy not be
denied any registration or license granted under the provisions of this
chapter solely on the grounds of being the spouse or donestic partner of
a public servant described in this section. The solicitation or recom
mendation nade to any registered organization or licensee, to purchase
any cannabi s products by any police official or subordinate as hereina-
bove described, shall be presunptive evidence of the interest of such
official or subordinate in the cultivation, processing, distribution, or
sal e of cannabis products.

3. No elected village officer shall be subject to the linmtations set
forth in subdivision two of this section unless such elected village
of ficer shall be assigned duties directly relating to the operation or
managenent of the police departnent.

8§ 138. Access to crinmnal history information through the division of
crimnal justice services. In connection with the administration of
this chapter, the board is authorized to request, receive and review
crimnal history information through the division of <crinmnal justice
services with respect to any person seeking a registration, |icense,
permt or authorization to «cultivate, process, distribute or sel
medi cal cannabis, adult-use cannabis, cannabinoid henp or henp extract.
At the board' s request, each person, nenber, principal and/or officer of
the applicant shall submit to the board his or her fingerprints in such
formand in such manner as specified by the division, for the purpose of
conducting a crimnal history search identifying crimnal convictions
and pending crimnal charges and returning a report thereon in accord-
ance wth the procedures and requirenments established by the division
pursuant to the provisions of article thirty-five of the executive |aw,
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whi ch shall include the paynent of the reasonabl e prescribed processing
fees for the cost of the division's full search and retain procedures
and a national crimnal history record check. The board, or their desig-
nee, shall submit such fingerprints and the processing fee to the divi-
sion. The division shall forward to the board a report with respect to
the applicant's previous crimnal history, if any, or a statement that
the applicant has no previous crimnal history according to its files.
Fingerprints submitted to the division pursuant to this subdivision my
al so be submtted to the federal bureau of investigation for a nationa

crimnal history record check. If additional copies of fingerprints are
required, the applicant shall furnish them upon request. Upon receipt of
such crimnal history infornmation, the board shall provide such appli-
cant with a copy of such crimnal history information, together with a
copy of article twenty-three-A of the correction law, and inform such
applicant of his or her right to seek correction of any incorrect infor-
mation contained in such crimnal history information pursuant to regu-
| ati ons and procedures established by the division of <crinminal justice
servi ces.

8§ 139. Severability. If any provision of this chapter or application
thereof to any person or circunmstances is held invalid, such invalidity
shall not affect other provisions or applications of this chapter that
can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to
this end the provisions of this chapter are decl ared severabl e.

(e) "Transfer" neans to grant, convey., hand over, assign, sell
exchange or barter, in any manner or by any neans, with or wthout
consi derati on.
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(f) "Sale" neans any transfer of title, possession or both, exchange
or barter, rental, lease or license to use or consune, conditional or
otherwise, in any nmanner or by any neans what soever for a consideration
or any agreenent therefor.

Wiere the retail dispensary is operated by
a person licensed under the cannabis |law as a registered organi zati on,
such tax shall be paid by the retail dispensary at the rate of one
percent of the price charged to the retail custoner.

(c) In addition to the taxes inposed by subdivisions (a) and (b) of
this section, there is hereby inposed a tax on the sale or transfer of
adul t -use cannabis products by any person to a retail dispensary at the
rate of three percent of the anmpunt charged by such person for such
adul t -use cannabis products, which shall accrue at the tine of such sale
or transfer. The tax inposed by this subdivision shall be in trust for
and on account of the town, village, or city in which the retail dispen-
sary is located. Wiere the retail dispensary is operated by a person
li censed under the cannabis law as a regi stered organi zation, such tax
shall be paid by the retail dispensary at the rate of three percent of
the price charged to the retail custoner.

(d) It shall be presuned that all adult-use cannabis products within
the state are subject to tax until the contrary is established, and the
burden of proof that the taxes inposed by subdivisions (a b) and (c
of this section have been paid shall be upon the person in possession
thereof where such person holds any license under the cannabis | aw
Every person holding a license under the cannabis | aw who possesses
adul t -use cannabis products upon which such taxes have not been paid
shall be liable for the paynent of such taxes., and the failure of such
person to produce to the conm ssioner or his or her authorized represen-
tative upon demand an invoice for any adult-use cannabis products in his
or her possession shall be presunptive evidence that the tax thereon has
not been paid and that such person is liable for the tax thereon, unless
evidence of such invoice or paynent is |ater produced.

(d) Every holder of a certificate of registration nust notify the
conm ssioner of changes to any of the information stated on the certif-
icate, or of changes to any information contained in the application for
the certificate of registration. Such notification nust be nade on or
before the last day of the nonth in which a change occurs and nust be
made electronically on a form prescribed by the comi ssioner.

(e) Every holder of a certificate of registration under this article
shall be required to reapply prior to such certificate's expiration
during a reapplication period established by the conm ssioner.

Such reapplication shall be subject to the sane requirenents and
conditions as an initial application, including grounds for refusal and
